MINES OF ALASKA.

Farorable Report From Head Watars of

the Big Horn -Glowing Reports
From e Forouplne.

Hernmnan Olson has returned to Skag:
way from the headwaters of the Big
Horn river, which empties foto Taku
Arm opposite the Golden Gate, He
found a foot or 14 inches of anow at
Ptarmigan pass on his retumn, and a
weok ago thore was even more of it {n
the Big Hom mountains. While the
mow was too desp for Olson to reach
the higiest point dosired, be was for-
tanate enongh to find another copper
and gold ledge, which is from 28 to 60
feot in width, and carriesa ore which
looks remarkably similar to the wond-
erful rock taken from the famous En-
ginsar's group on Taka Arm. Olson
staked four claimy for his principals on
thin ledge.

Cook's Inlet Country.

John W. ClUff sed Captain 8. B.
Johuson and wife, have just arrived at
Skagway from Cook Inlet. “‘We left
Sunrise City, Cook Imlet, Beptember
16," said Mr, Clff, *‘making the trip
down in 14 days. Tho mining season
for that part of the conntry had about
closed when I left, This has been one
of the most favorable seasons, so far as
olimate conditions me conocerned, ever
socn in that country. Bat fow, if any,
new gold discoveries have been made
on the Kenai peninsula this sesson.
The old established mimes have been
resonably snocessful.  Mills creek,
Lynx oreek, Granite creek and Upper
Bix-Mile river, may be mentioned
among those that have produced well in
the Sunrise mining district. They are
all sluicing propositions. The prop-
erties mentioned have yielded all the
way from $8 to §100 per day to the
man for part of the season. The Tarn-
again Arm district has several paying
streams, among which are Resurree-
tion, Bear, Palmer, California, Gla-
vier, Indisn and Crow creeks."

Fortune In Gold Dust.

There came to Skagway the other
day 11 boxes of gold dust, each weigh-
ing nearly 400 pounds, and the whole
valued at $760,000, The gold dust was
brought out by the Flyer Line Steam-
boat Company for the Canadian Bank
of Commerce, and on its wrrival there
wus taken to the Brannick hotel and
deposited in the downstairs front room,
in which a bed was laid for the guards,
H. E. Rudd and G, H. Bums, who
bave lived with it ever since it left
Dawson. Ruodd and Bums were for-
merly mounted Policemen and went in
with Major Walsh in 1867, when Rudd
remained in this town for nearly a year.
These men say this is certainly the
largest shipment of dust that ever came
out this way, and they believe it is the
largest single shipment that ever left
Dawson.

Dyes Is Beviving.

E. B. Whalen made s business trip
t0 Dyea from Skagway and found the
town easily carrying its new honors as
a prospective milroad terminus. The
old narrow gauge tmm is being torn
up, and standard gaoge milroad bed is
being constructed along the street and
out to Cunyon City.

When Navigation Closes,

Charles Sperry says the Yukon way
closed by ioe at an unusually early pe-
riod last year, He says that in 1888
he was at the mouth of Etewart river
on the Yokon, and the river did noy
close that year until on Thanksgiving
day, November 24, on which duy three
scows, bringing 18 men, arrived ay
Btewart river. On November 10, 1888,
Mr, Bperry and another man, took their
dog team in'a bost and started for Cir-
cle City, bat on the 18th of the same
month they were blocked by lce st the
mouth of the Klondike river. From
these experiences it appears that there
have been years during which naviga-
tion was open much later than last
year, when it closed at Duwson, No-
vember 3.

Bennett Is Booming.

Bennett is experiencing s great
boom, sayn the Skagway Alsskan. The
whole lake shore is lined with men
bulldlng scows and there are not
enotigh restanrants to feed the people.
All kinds of business is flourishing,
and it is probable that things will re-
main in this state until the close of
navigation,

Conditlons at Dawson.

Private tel wore received by
E. B. Bosby, Canadian customs inspec-
tor in fkagway, saying that Dawson
was snjoying fine weather and excel-
leut business. Hia advices also con-
veyed the information that there is s
scarcity of mocks, potstoes, hay and
oats in the Kloodike capital, A great
deal of provender is l:ndng throngh
Bkagway, but most of bay and outa
is for the Canadian Development Cotn-
pany. Within the lust two weeks over
200 tons of hay have gone forward from
Bkagway.

Likes the Poreunpine Distriet,

J. A. Cameron, who was forgix years
deputy warden of the state penitentiary
at Walla Walla, has just returned
from & 10 daya’ trip to the Porcupine
district, with which he is very favor-
sbly impressed. Mr. Cameron was sc-

Rates Ave Moving Up and Wave Bearing
on Export Yrmde,

Bradstrost's says: More nearly, per-
hape, than ever befors, does the volames
of general trade and industry tax exist.
ing trameportation facilities handling
the same, From nearly all parts of the
conntry, but oularly from the
Went and South, come roports of car
soarcity. * Some of this
sooms to be the result of a diversion of
traflio ordinarily carried on by water
routes 0 already crowded mdlrosds,
The inability of present transportation
fucilities to cope with the existing situ-
ation is, bowever, not confined to do-
mestio trado lines. From both conats
of this country come reports of insuf-
ficient tonnage offering to hundle goods
seeking u foroign outlet, and freight
mted are considerably higher than they
were a year or mome ago. This latter
featare, in fot, is ono which may have
important effects apon out foreign toade
daring the balance of the year,

With few notable exceptions prices
continne strong. A number of lines
have advanced quotations, while the
groat body of staple articles manifest
all their old firmness. Some weakness
in whest prices is directly traceable to
higher freight rates because of the
purtinl closing of the door to reliel
from growing domestio stocks,

Raw wool is firmer and even higher
on better demand at the East, some
heavy speculative transactions beling
reported.

The strength of lnmber is apparently
undiminished.
