CAPE NOME.

Inoredible Michnwss of This Distriet
Fally Verified by Late

Reporia.

*

Edch steamer which comes down

the North brings freeh proof of the
almost incredible richness of tha Cape
Nome mining district, At first poople
were inclined to beliove that the re-
ports of splendid riches found in the
Cape Nome beaches wore simply fairy
tales circulated by the transportation
companies.  But the arrival last week
in Seattls of the Roanoke, with its
ciirgo of gold dost, gave the final assur-
ance that Capo Nome'is quite as rich
ax it is paninted. This famous treasare
ship bronght to Seattle more than  two
millions of dollars in the pretty yellow
dust. The purser had charge of $1,-
800,000 ouly: but many of the passen-
gars kept thelr private hoands in their
own immediate onre, o that A& modest
eatimato of the combined wenlth of the
returning gold seokers abosard the vessel
may be placed at $1,000,000, exclusive
of that in the purser's care. It is prob.
able that the real amount wont far
nbove this estimate. Every passenger
had his bag of dust, heavy or light, ne
cording to the amount of enerpy he ex.
pended while in the golden North,

1t is safe to prophesy thut the stam-
pede to the Cape Nome district next
spring will be more eager than the
Klondike rosh of a fow yoars ago.

Cape Nome has o weighty advantage
over the Klondike 1egion in that trav-
elers to the former camp have no peril-
oits river and mountain travel to go
throngh, but are landed from  the
steamer diregtly on the gold beach.
The Roanoke was but 10 days on the
wiy down from the Cape, and ghe
spent & day and a half of this time at
Duteh Harbor,

No expensive tools are required (o
dig out the gold from the beach., As
one of the Roanoke passengers ex-
pressed it: *'Nome is the greatest coun-
try on the earth. FEvery man's bank
acoounnt lies in the beach. All ho has
to do when he is out of money is to go
down to the beach and dig it out. 1
never even dreamed of the wonderful
wealth thut is to be found along the
Nome beaches, Litomlly 1 duog out
$315 with & common table spoon in
14 minutes, 1 did this to prove to my
friend that there wus pgold at Cape
Nome."

About two thousand people will
winter at Nome. Work has mostly
stopped on the claims there, as the
creeks and the beach are freezing up.
The people were engaged in building
houses when the Roanoke leit. Lum-
ber sells there for $200 per thousand
feet. However, money is cheap, and
nobody grumbles. Many improvements
are being projected for the new com-
munity. Ono of the most fmportant is
the wharf which is to be pus in next
spring at the Cape Nome landing. As
present vesgels have difficulty in land-
ing enpplies on the beach. A eom-
pany has also been formed to provide
the city of Nome with waterworks,
bringing pure water from far back in
the hills. This will solve the typhoid
fever problem, as that disease has been
caused by impore water. This water
system will be in opemation not lau
than July 20. Electric lights »
street mailways are to be provide
companies having been organized o
secure these improvements.,

At the Cluckanmns Hatchery.
