Russia Sends the Chinese
Minister Home.

The Chiness Invasion of the Amar Prev
Ince 1o Bguivalont to s Declares
tion of War Agalnet Hussin.

New York, July 21.—A dispatch to
the Journal and Advertiser from Lom-
don waya:

The Chinese ioaveion of the Amur
province is equivalent to a declaration
of war sgainst Rusda, which, coustr-
ing I ne auch, has handed the Chinese
envoy at Si. Petemsbury his passports
today and requested him to leave the
eountry, wlong with the members of
hin mission,

The importance of this Chiness dec-
lnrution of war againet Huossia, snd of
this bold invasion of Russlan territory,
lies in the fact as the mutter now
standn, that ¢ virtoally reloases the
onar from his obligations to the foreign
powuers to act In conoert with them in
Ubinn, He is placed thereby in s po-
sition to act Independently, not only
with reference .to the defenss of his
dominions againet the Ubinese invasion,
but uiso as regards the carrying of war
into the snemy's copniry and an eveut-
unl mared vpon Pekin.

Should a Russinn army, prooseling
from Siberia, resch Pekin and captors
it before the allies could get to it from
the Pacitlc ocoast, tho czar would be
able to dictate terms o Ching inde-
pendontly of the other powers, and
without uny regard to their wishes, vir
tually establishing bimssll as mastes
of the country.

“A Chiness merchant who has just

arrived from Pokin glves horribls des
sailn of the mawsaare, Ile says ho saw
European women hauled inte the stress
by shrickiog Bozers, who stripped
them and hacked them to pleces,
Thelr dimsevered lHmbs were toseed to
the crowd and carred off with howls of
trinmph. Some were almady dead,
haivng bean shot by forsign civilians,
He says he suw Chinoso soliliers our-
rying the bodies of white childrea aloft
on their spears while thelr companions
shot at the bodies. He gives other de-
tails too horrible to be partioularized
here,
*'It spems that the Boxer leaders had
orgauized s plan, incloding the offer-
Ing of rewards and rich loot, for tha
sunibilation of Europeana throughout
China, and that Prince Tuan’s soldien
have been emphasising the opporfunity
the soldiers have had of selzing the
bodies of white women.''

TORTURED BY BOXERS.

The Tarrible Fate of One of the First
Vietima,

San Prancisco, July 21,—A Chroni-
cle special from Victoria, B, C,, sys:

Advives received from North China
contain particulars of the awful torture
inflicted on the Rey. H. V. Norman,
who, with Rev. C. HRobinson, was
among the first of the American mis-
slonaries to become viotims of the Box-
ers. A correspondent writing from

In addition to the corpa of the Im-

Chiness army, which hasin- |
vianded Siberia with orders to drive all
foreigners out of the rich gold-bhearing
Amuor province ol the omar, there nre
five other oorps, one of which is en~
goged lu destroying the Russian rail-
road in Manchuria and in driviog all
the foreigners, espocinlly the Rossinne,
from the porthern porton of the em-
pire; another is to ocoupy the rosds be-
+woen Pekin and S8ham Hai Kawn; yet
unother in to concentrate at Nanking,
while colomns are being direoted in
hot haste to Tien Tsin, to the bodrers
of Coren and to the neighborbood of
Shanghsi.

Altogether the Pekin govenment it
estimated to have under wrms at the
present momant no less than 1,000,000
men, splendidly equipped with Muses
rifles, smokeloss powder and quick-fir
ordnance, and  carefully trained
ander the direction of Danish and Ger- !
man officers, This huge army is un.
der the orders of Prince Toan.

jabbed him with tridents. When he
sank down, weak with the loss of blood
and half erazed by the awlnl torture,
and was unable 10 pet upon his knees
even, the chaln being too short, be
strangled slowly. Molten lead was
then thrown on his nude body and as
bo writhed in agony, he was stabbed
to death. His boly was cut to pleces,

THE HOT SPELL.

Caused Seventy Deaths at New York
Yesterday.

New York, July 20.—The hot
weather today caused or contributed
toward the death of more than 70 per-
pong in this city and vieinity. As
many more stricken opes are in the
bospitals, and some of them will sue-
cumb before the night is over, Maore
than hall the fatalitiea were among
babies and little children, and there
ure pow about 40 bodies of the little
onea lying ut the morgue at Bellevoe,

This wan the third day of the spell
of intonse heat. Late touight the tem-

ture moderated.  Early this mom-
ing the san began its deadly work, and
before the day was fairly well started
the hospitals were busy. On the
streets the tewperature ranged from 98
to 105, and the official report from th
weather burean, high above grounnd,
wan 94 deg. shortly before 5 o'clock
tonight.

One death was from an attempt at
micide mmie while the subject was
cornged with the heat. Many littla
children are badly bhort by falls from
fivre escapes, on to which they had
exruwledjior reliel from the oppressive
weather,

ACCORATE SAMPLING

Considered Essential to Ac-
curate Assaying.

A PRACTICAL MINER'S VIEWS

Protests Aguinat the Use of Assay Cer
Uflentes ne Documentary
Evideoocw.

""Acourate sampling is qute an essen-
tial as mocumte asaying, for il the
sample does not truly represent the lof,
or mass, {rom which it was taken, the
subsequent assays will be valuelems.
The assayer o1 ohamist will usoally re-
ceive the samples already prepared,
but as be will cocasfonally be ealled

apon to take his own ssmple & knowls |

edglu of the art of sampling ls emsen-
m .l’

In the Northwest m majority of the
samples brovght o An assuyer are
taken by the prospector, or other inter-
osted party, nnd as she assay certifi-
cates wre often used ms the doenment-
ary svdence of the value of the propes-
ty, the nssayer shonld be very careflnl
to giate on the face of soch cersficates
exactly from whence he obtained the
sample on which the amsay was made.

I an assayer samples the ore him-
self, ho owes it to bis client so to state,
us it doobles the value of the certil-
ente, If be did not take the sample
himsell he should place the yesponsi-
bility of the sample where it belongs,
by stating who did take it. Without
some one known vouching for the ore
of the sample, amay certificates shoukd
earry no weight as documents. This
oun best be accomplished by the as-
sayer seeing to it that his prioted cer-
tifleate blank is worded to cover the de-
sired points, telling the whole story
and protecting him from any alter talk.

1 must protest. also, against the
babit of certain asayers in filling in
the value of the ore on the assay oertifi-
cute, us they do, at the price of the
metal in marketable shape delivered in
New York, It shows a gross igmor-
ance on the part of the assayer as to
the value of the ore here, and often
misleads the prospector frightiully, at
the same tme and
the door for frandulont practice. 1
bave seen, this summer, sssay ocertifi-
cates upon which the copper of & per
cent ure way gored out st 18 cents,
squal to §18 per ton, whercas no smelt-
wr could afford to pay more than about
one-third that price.

A good practies] rule to use in figur-
ing ont approximate values of a sul-
phide ore, at present market guota
tions, is as follows:

Allow $1.25 for every per ocent of
copper the ore contains.

Allow 40 cents for every per cent of
lead the ore contains,

Allow 50 cents for every oumce of
gilver the ore containe.

Allow §20 for every omnee of gold
the ore conatins,

These values are for ore deliverad on
the line of milway.

The prospectar has to sample his
own claim and wishes to know the
truth. Natorally, | nsk how he is w0
do it, und the following remarks are
for his benefit, not for the professional:

Iu wampling o lead, if the vein is so
that it will all have to go for treas-
ment, & section of uniform thickness
right aoross the whole face of the lead
should be taken for ore sumples,

Another, and qoite as mtisfactcry &
method, is to sample all the rock that
comes ont of the prospect, or sample
the dump, if there ls any, by cutting
chanuels through it on the ssme princi-
plo us in sampling a ledge.

1t must always be borne in mind in
sampling that there is Hable to bea
great differance between the dump and
the fine ore, and consequently & due re-
gard must be had to getting the proper
proportion of such.

Hand-picked samples are naver reli-
able, and sbould slways be avoided,
Experienced mining men {requently
tike hand samples of particolar classes
of the ore in & mdne, have theso nemayed
and often from thess results they esti.
mute whut grade of are they are min-
ing, Thiw may be correctly done, and
it is wonderinl how olose to ocorrect
asshys experienced men can '‘guess;’’
but it is ubncertain at the boss, and
dangerous for inexperenced personk to
attempt to be guided by such estim-
mates.

Assays cannot be averaged, unless
one knows the sctual weightof the ma-
terial represented by each assay, and
only then by a long calculation, too
long to describe heve, exoept brieily.
In nine ,cases out of tem when the
“avernge assay of A mine’’ s spoken of,
it is incorrect and is venally obtained
by adding np a number of separate sa-
snys and dividing the sum by the num-
bers of such ussays. It s guite correct
to take an averuge sample, have that
assyed, and cull it the average assay;
but this is seldom done, The correct

{avornge assay may be obtained by mul-

tiplying the weight of each lot of the
ore by the assay of such lot, and the
product of such multiplioation and
divide this wam by the sum of the
weights of the various lots ol the ore.
The qouotient of such division will be
“the only correot averago assay’’ obtain.
