Deer, moose und mountiin sheep may
be killed from Joly 15 to November I,
Prohibited for market entirely. Spotted
fawn not to be killed at all. Dier huat-
ing prohibited between one honr after
sunset and hall an’ hour before sunrive,
No dogs allowed.

Grouse, prairie chickens, pheasants,
Ohinese pheasants, quail and parteidges
may be Killed from October 1 to Decemn
ber 1. Market hunting prohibited for
Chinese pheasants for three vears from
spring of 1800, other birds from Novem-
ber 15 to October 15. Trap, netting and
anxring of birds prohibited. J:u:hmipu'
may be killed from September 1 to Feb-
ruary L. Only fifteen npland birds niay |
be killed in a day.
