ted 1o cast their votes, despite the unit
rule enforced in the Seattle delegation.
The King county leaders violently pro
tented, mnd o very lively row ensued,
to the edifloation of the convension,
nivd the great delight of Plercoe eounty,
who wus seated near.

Washington, Augost 18,—More than
ovor before in it now necessary to make
an improvement st the mounth of the
Columbia river. That Improvemens
has always been necessary, but when
it in pointed ont in the report of the
naval board thas it is desirable to have
& drydock on the Coumbia, that makes
the unecessity for the great improve-
mwot aocording to the Iatest plans of
the enigneers greater than ever, and
it now deyvolves upon congres to pro-
vide for such an improvement in the
noxt river aud barbor bill. The Unit-
o Btates has floots
1t bas naval veusles, it has army trans-
ports, besides the growing Pacific com«
maeroe carried in vesssls owned by pri-
vate corporations aond  individusls.
Theso vesgels most be cnred for in the
government docks, and it is necesmsry
to have a repuir station where they can
Lo taken care of in cese of aceident,
The interests in the far East have de-
veloped. Instead of being less, there
will be: more sbips, and there will be
more naval vessels on the - Paocifie
const than there are today, The neovs-
eitites are greater. We ehall always
have armies in the Philippines, and
| they must have supplies, and trans-
ports must carry soldiers to and from
thowe distant shores. When this mat-
ter i8 made plain to the men who have
charge of preparing the next river and
harbor bill, thers onght to be no difi-
culty in making the Columbla river
improvement one of such profound im-
portance by reason of the proposed
buildiog of 8 government drydock and
naval wtation, that they will make
proper provision for the improvemsnt
of the mouth of the Columbia, This
naval station and dock are absolute
nocomsities in order to keep pace with
the progress and development ol the
Pacifie const,

may oot recover, and Policaman Ken-
pedy is also seriously injured. Lee
in alleged to bave mude threats against
the life of Kennedy because he was the
particnlar friend and sssocinte ol
Thorpe, the murdered officer. Tharpe
wiak the third white man murderonsly
uesanlted in the vicinity by negroes, a
race prejudice having been engendored.
In less thap an hoor from the time the
trouble began last night, the whole ol
the west side, from Twenty-eighth
street to Longacre square, above Forty-
second street, including Eighth and
Ninth mvenues, was in an wnproar.
Forty or mbre arrests were made, Duor.
ing the ript it is estimated that 500
police wore on duty, and ambulances
from every hospital on the west side
wore kpet busy. A police estimate ol
the result puts the number of wounded
at 50, the number of arrests.

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ALLIES - TAKE PEKIN

Chinese Made an Obstinate
Resistance,

ENTRAKCE WAS BY FAST GATE

The Lognilons Are Hafo-Japanase Lost
Une Hundred Men in tha Assaanly
—{hinese Losa Was Henvy.

Washington, August 20.—The nawy
depnrtment tonight received the fol-
lowing  cablegram  from  Admiral
Remey:

“Tako, August 20.—Boreaa Navi-
gution, Washington: Pekin was enp-
tured on August 15, Foreign loga-
tlons are sfe,  Detalls follow shortly.

"REMEY."

The ncting seorstary of wtate luter
made public the following telegram
from the United States cousul at (he
Foo:

"iChe Foo, Angust 20, —Secretary of
State, Washington: Japnoese admirsl
reports allies atticked Pekin, eanst,
1oth, Obstinate resisiance. Evening,
Juprieso entered capital with other
forces. Immediately surronnded loga-
tions, Inmates sale, Japauess loss
over 100; Chinese, 300,
» “FOWLER.*

Previous information which had beon
received here showed that the allies
took possession of Tung Chow the 12th
inst. From that eity to Pekin the dis-
tance is not very great, not more shan
& dozen wiles, It seemn evidens,
therelore, thut the nrmics halted for a
time at Tuog Chow, probably for the
purpose of giving the men a rest and
preparing for the attack upon the cap-
ital city in force alter waiting until
the rear of the advanecing hosts should
arrive af the tront. Possibly also the
delay was tho result of pegolistions be-
gun by the Chineso officinls looking to
the delivery of the ministers with s
Chinese or other escort. 1f negotia-
tions were attempted they must have
fulled, as the wrmy continued on its
march and attacked the capital three
days after renching Tung Chow.

The officials here were awme of the
fact that the stronghold of the Boxers
was in the Chinese city and for the
nllies S0 attempt to forea their way
through into the Tartar city, in which
the legation compounds are located,
might mean a great loss of life and
possibly a defeat It was also known
that the imperial troops who have
sided with the Boxers were, many of
them, in or near the Chinese olty, and
that much of the artillery and rifls
which bus been poured into the lega-
tions had been from the walls oparating
the twao cities.

These facts were evidently communi-
ested to General Chaffee and the other
commanding officers of the allles.
Realizing these obstacles it appears
that the allies decided to sttack the
city by the east gute, There ure four
gites to the city on the east, two lead-
ing to the Chinese eity and twu to the
Tartar city. Just which one of thess
was solooted as the attacking point
Cansul Fowler's dispatch does nos dise
olose.

Contrary to the press reporis of to-
day Consul Fowier's dispatch shows
that the attack on the city met with
strong resistance. The Japanese force
engaged with the adavnes, according
to the vnderstanding of the officials
here, numbered 10,000 men, so the
loss suffered by them was over 1 per
cent. Allowance & made lor losses in
the forces of the other armies, bat it ia
presumed that it was in proportion to
that of the Japanese.«

188 recruita for the Ninth infantry,
168 driveas and other government em-
ployes and slso a d ent of hospit-
al corps men for Manila, The Warren
also carrled $1,600,000. According to
présent arrangements the tioops will
be transferred at Nugasaki to a trans-
port that will take them to Taku, The
Warren will then procesd to Manils
with a few officers and men together
with frelght. Thews are 1,100 troops
and civilinne on the transport, and the
cabin sccommodstions are tnxed to
thelr foll limit, 1t was necessay to
lenve considerable supplies on the dock,
owing to lack of room.

The Aztec ssiled for Kobe with 500
horses and mules for Chins, and the
Siam sailed for Manila via Goam with
5,000 tonn of freight.

The general hospital at the Presidio
is to be enlurged to sccommodate the
extruordinary detachments of sick snd
wounded on the way here from the
Philippines and China, Filty wall
teuts will be erected inside the in-
closurs at the rear of the hospital and
& large tent to serve sz & ward.

The Seventh Artillary.

Washington, August 20.—Light bat-
tery M, Seventh artillery, which has
been stationed at Washington barracks
for several months, will leave here
Friday for San Francisco, en routs to
China. Light Battery F, Second artil-
lery, has arrived here {rom Cuba to re-
lieve Battery M, aud will garrison the
aresnal post for the prosent. Af Ban
Francisco the troops from Washington
will be joined by light battery U, also
of the Seventh artilloy, and will ‘sail
on the first available wapsport, The
equipment of Batwery M, including
horses, has been shipped to Ban Fran-
cisco,

Second Infaniry Harrying West.

Kapis City, Aovogust 20.—Five
hundred and fifty =oldiers of the Bec-
ond Unpited States infantry, destined
for service in China, being rushed
through to San Franciseo from Fort
Thomas, Ky., arrived bere from Chi-
cago this aiternoon, with their officers
and equipments, and were hurried on
west.

COLOMBIA'S TROUBLES.

Prosldent Fas Reslgoed and the Viee-
Fresldent Succeeds Him.

New York, August 20.—A cable
dispatch was received here [rom Bo-
gota, anno the resignation of
Presidunt Sanctlemets, of the republic
of Colombia. Vice-Pregident Marro-
quin will serve out the foar years that
remain of his term. The action of
Senor Sanotlewets will bring sbout &
change in the political system of Co-
lombis, and may evan end the revolu.
tion which has been in progress for 10
months,

Intervention of Consnls,

Colon, Colombia, August 20,—The
tollowing is the full text of the state
ment regarding the slleged intersen-
tion of the foreign consuls during the
recent fighting in Pansma, a8 contain-
ed in the official report of General Ba-
lagar, ocommuanding ths government
forces, General to Alban, civil governor
and military chief of the provinee of
Panama, who was in command of the
garrison when the oity was atiacked
by the revolutionists:

““The revolutionary leaders, aiter
taking positions around Panama, placed
themselves in communication with
several forelgn conscls, hoping that
their intervention wonld lead to the
surrender of the city. The interven-
tion of the consauls produced such dan-
gerous and pernicious effects, morlly,
that only the resolution of General
Alban averted pserious consequences.'’

REPORT OF CHAFFEE

Admiral Remey Also Sends
Information.

BMALL AMERICAN LOSS AT PEEIN

Undle Sam's Troops Entered the Logne
tion Grounds on the Evenlag
of the 14th,

Washington, August 21.—From Gen-
erul Chaffes today the war department
received officinl confirmation of the fall
ot Pekin nod the resene of the besieged
legutioners. The dispatch of the
American commander was not long,
aod contained bug few details, but the
anconcenled matisfaction with which it
was recelved by officials of the jadmin-
{stration indicated clearly the snxiety
that bad been engendered by his pro-
longed silence. His last communicas
tion to the government prior to the re-
ceipt of today's advices was dated Avg-
ust 11, ot Ma Ton, almost 30 miles from
FPekin. The explanation of his ghau
is soggested in advices received the
navy department today from Admiral
Remey, who, telegrapbing from Taku
‘on the 18th, suys the telegraph line be-
tween that point and Pekin is in-

terrupted. _

1he cablegram from Admiral Remey
contains some important information
not mentioned by General Chaffee,
He makes the startling statement, on
Japanese anthority, that the inner city
of Pekin was being bombarded by the
rllied forces, Admirsl Remey says
ulso that the dowager empress in de-
tained in the inner city by Prince Yun-
gedo. Advices received last night
from the foreign offiec at Tokio, Japan,
by the Jupanese legation in this city
confirme and amplifies previous ac-
counts of the eapture of Pekin by the
nllied troops.

Fallowing is the text of the dispatch
from CGienernl Chaffee, as made public

by the war department:
“Che Foo, Aungust 21, Pekin, An-’
gust 15.—We entered gronnds

legasion §
ut 5 o'clock Inst night with Fourteenth
and light battery. Right wounded
doring day's fighting, Otherwise all
well, CHAFFEE."”

The dispatch, which was recaived
during the morning, was transmitted
immediately to the president st the
white house. He expreised his gratifi-
oation at the news it contained, par-
ticulurly at the small loss sustained by
the Ameriean troops,

It will be noted that the dispatoh
indicates that the American trops en-
tered the leeation grounds at § o’clock
on the gvening of the l4th inst, By
the W officials and by soveral
legntion officials to whom it was shown
the date of General Chaffes’s commu-
nication is regarded as an error of
transmission. It s believed thas the
data “15'* should be '‘16."” All prev-
fous advices, official and unofiicial,
have indigated that the legations were
relieved on the eveuing of the 16th,
Wednesdsy, after s day of sharp fight-
ing. Minister Wu, the Chinese repre-
sentative, and Minister Takahirs, of
Japan, were quite positive on this
poing, all their official advices being
that the entrance to the city of Pekin
was effected early in the evening of
Wednesday, the 15th inst.

* Big Ax Plant Barned.

Alexandria, Ind,, Aogust 21.—The
entire plant of the Kelly Ax Manuiao-
toring Company, valoed at §800,000,
wae destroyed by fire tonight. 1t was
the largest ax factory in the world,
employing 000 men when running at
full force. The ingmrance on the plant
is thought to be $450,000. The fire is
thought to have originated from an
overheated boiler. ‘The fire waa dis-
covered by the watchman, und the
woodwork betwean the boilers and the
grinding room was ablaze, The plang
was thoroughly eqnipped with an an-
tomatic sprinkier, but owing. to the
steam in the boilers being so low it
would not work., The great establish--
ment was divided by & railroad awitoh,
and all of tha buildings on one side
was burned, The burmed distriot in-
cludes the forging, drop, grinders, pol-
fshers und pattern makers’ depar-
ments. In addition to the buildings,
muchivery and half of the finished
stock, $150,000 worth of manufaotured
goods ware destroyed.
