Mow Tracks Wore Commtructed and
Tralos Run Sixty Years Ano,

Irving D. Ocok, whe lives near South
Byron, recontly repaired a barn on the
old Cook howmeatead “lr:: was  bullt
many years in & OUl & gran.
uryﬁom- umn found tn Its constroes
tion wure recognised by Mr. Cook an &
part of the first old New York Central
Rallroad roadbed that was bullt to By-
ren, which wos for a time the terminus,
about sixty yearw ago. These white
onk sticks were 3 by 4 Inches, as sound
as when Orst used, and were what the
first strap rall was nalled or spiked on,
The lwprint of the two-loch lron strap
Is plainly seen. Mr, Cook's recollection
of the early rallroading la very clear,
as the road crosses bin farm,

He says tles were frst lald, and on
these wore placed long stridgers, which
were of any kind of timber that could |
bo obtalued from farmers near by, |
These stringers were hewn on the upper |
alde, and on the under wide were |
notched where they crossed each tle,
On these stringers and running In the
same direction white ouk seantlings
were fastened, When the ends of the |
strips of lron wet, & short plecs was
placed so that the ends of the rall, If
they might be called that, would not In-
dent the wood,
