Aguinaldo’s Address to the Fil-
ipino People.

SAYS THERE HAS BEEN ENOUGH WAR

Urges His Countrymen to Accept the Sov.
ereignty of the United States as the
Best for Their Country.

Greater Part of Town Submerged, But Ne

Chester, Mass., April 28, — The
Flood Hollow dam, in Middlefield,
ve way about 6 o'clock last night,
f:tl.ing loose the water in the big
reservoir, which rushed with terriffie
force into the west brunch of the
Westfield river, sweeping everything
before it wnd submerging the greater
part of this town, No lives wers logt
but great damage has been done, the
extent of which it is impossible now
to estimate. The dam was built in
1874, to take the place of the onu
which was destroyed by the flood of
the year before, It was poorly con-
structed of stone and timber, and
had been & constant menace to the
town of Chester, The hesvy ming
overflowed the reservoir and the dam
showed signs of weakening early in
the morning.

The result was
that word was sent to the people be-
low that the dam was slmost certain
to go out, and the families in the low
lands got what things they could to-
ther and made for places of safety,
wore none too soon, for the dam
broke, and with a deafening roar,
torrent of witer was let loose ntn
Flood Hollow, which empties juto
Westfield river. The huge timbers of
the dam were hurled into the foaming
current, and went in one great crashe
ing munss toward Chester.  Two quartz
mills ut Flood Hollow, barns anid out-
buildings were swoept along in the tor
rent, At Bancroft the on & Al
bany stone bridge was carried away,
ther with feet of track. .
