The reason for masking this sign be
comes plain when we know the origin
of the costom. Almost all oir super
stitions about bread date back to
old pagan days, though they have been
greatly modified s0 ax 10 conform to
Christinn  bellefs. With the anclent
Romuans, the baking of bread and cakes
was often lnvested with a religlous
significance, especially the cakes of-
fered to the gods and goddesses, These
cakes were prepared In a particular
way, and after belng marked with the
symbol of the deity In whose bonor
they were offered, they were supposed
to possess supernatural rirtues.

The old domestic practice wns modi.
fled whea Christlanity became triumph-
ant, and, In place of n pagun symbol,
the early Christian bousewlfe not only
usad to make the slgn of the cross
when she began to kuead the dough,
but she marked that slgn upon her loaf
before placing it in the oven. Why?
Simply because the sign of the cross ls
the recoguized Chrlstian protecting
mark against thé attacks of evil spirits,
witches and the like. Hence, bread
marked with the crosa s supposed to
be witeh proof, will bake all right, not
crack ncross the top. ste.

Just as the Jews have Passover
cakes, and other peoples have had spe-
clally prepared food for their religions
festivals, so Christlans have cakes for
cerfain seasons. (Our hol cross buns
on Good Friduy are simply modern
representatives of the cakes used at
some old pagan festival. In days gone
by, the cakes and buns baked at Eas-
ter were supposed to possess great vir-
tue. Thum, it is au old belief that the
observance of eatlug cross Luuns on
Gond Friday insures, so to speak. the
bouse from fire for the coming year.
We still eat a certain kind of pancake
on Shrove Tuesday. The practice 1p
referred to In “All's Well That Enda
Well” where the clown speaks of a
“pancake for Shrove Tuesday.” In
“Pericles™ they are called “flapjacks”—
8 term still nsed In country districts.

In truth, to study the superstitions
about bread s to take a wide lesson
fn folk lore. These superstitions rejnte
to the kneading trough, the oven, bak-
ers and bread. For Instance, in many
parta of France the “arche” or knead-
lng trough, I8 more than a rule kitehen
utenail; it Is often & pretty bit of furni-
ture. M., Beblllot, who Las collected
many of the superstitions of the
French folk relative to bread, quotes
the story of a thlef who entered the
window of a house with lotent to com-
mit burglary, but refused to step on
the trough still contaluing the dough,
believing that to do so would be an
Implety. This ls similur to the Amerl-
ean story of two hungry burglars who
refused to satisly thelr buoger with
the meat which they found In a well-
stocked larder because it was Friday.

A writer In one of our magazines
says that In Gottland the cross Is still
signed before the oven fire Is lighted
or the dough kneaded. This practice
Is very common In the country districts
all over Europe. In Brittany the house-
wife makes the sign of the cross with
the right hand while she places the
left hand In the trough. After the
dough Is kneaded the lld of the trough
is shut, and so Is the door: for If a
cat should enter the room the bread
would not rise, Certaln chnrms of {n-
vocations are used to cause the bread
to multiply Itself, Thus, the peasant
housewife adjures the dough to imi-
tate the leaven, the wheat, the miller,
and to rise. She would be very angry
If any one should sing or whistle In the
room while she Is making the loafr.

In some parts of Europe the bake
oven Is almost & sacred object. In cer-
tain places of Brittany, for example,
it Is dedicated with ceremonles; the
wood fa sprinkled with blessed water;
the proper heat I attested by the melt-
Ing of a bottle, and, finally, an egg In
broken for inck. Besides, there are
certaln days on which bresd must not
be baked, as on Good Friday or during
the night of All Saints, when the
ghosts would be sure to eat It.—House
bold Words,

DAMAGES FOR MORPHINE HABIT

Carlons Lawsuit Recently Tried la the
Evglinh Courte,

The English medlical journnls econ-
tain reporta of a curlous law sult
which has Just becn on teial In an En-
glish court. A nursc brought actlon
aganinst her physiclan for alleged mal
practice In prescribing wmorphine for
lier In thernpeutie doses, and thereby
Inducing In her the morphine habit
The doctor was accused of negligence
and & desire to get rid of n tronble:
some patlent. It §s to the credit of
the jury that, baving heard the plnin-
tif*s side of the case, they stopped the
trial, and expressed the opinion that
the netlon ought never to huve boen
brought,

The case suggests some rather curl
ous reflections 'We do not doubt that
nome physicians are sometimes rather
careless In prescribing such drugs as
morphine uud cocalne; but it would be
difficult to apportion the exact degree
of responsibllity and the exaet amount
of damyages, If every morphine flend
were to have redress In court from
every physiclan who had ever pre-
seribed & dose of such drugs for him
or her. The precedent established by
one such case would be rather dls-
quleting to every docter In setive prac-
tice. Inm this English case the fact
that the plaintiY was a nurse, and
knew well the dangerous effects of
the drug which she continped taking
of her own accord, should have Leen
enough to satisfy her lawyers that she
had no clalms eltber In justice or in
law., Buch remote consequences arp
hardly to be appraised at a money
value, or to be ascribed to the fault of
a pbhysiclan who bad merely glven the
drug in therapeutic doses.—Philade].
