Mexioo Qity, Bept. 80.—Advices
from Salina Oruz, the Pacitic terminos
of tho Tehaantepee Nutional railrond,
which is being rebuilt by the English
contractor, wtate that Toesday no leas
than 76 shocks of sarthquake were lelt,
causing much alarm.

SECRETARY SHAW MAKES ANOTHER
IMPORTANT MOVE.

Natlonal Banks will Not Have to Carry a
Reserve Agninst Deposits Secured by

New York, Oct, 1.— Fecretary ol
the Trensury Bhaw, who was in New
York yesterduy, issned s statement in
which he sayns the banks hereafter will
not be required 1o carry & restrve
aguingt government deposits secured
by government bonds. This will make
available todsy cver $50,000,000, e
1etary Bhaw declined to discuss the
financial eitoation further than to say
that the treasury depariment would
co-operafo as far as possiblo with the
banks In thelr effurt to enpply the
necessary eredit to do the anprecedent-
od amount of businems that is taxing
rullroads snd steamebip lines, a8 well
us banks, to the utmost.

Mr. Blisw said he had never kecn
any good reason why banks bolding a
government deposit secured by govern-
ment bonds should be required to carry
a resorvo against it.  First, it s a de
posit net likely to bo called in s time
of stringeney, and mecund, ii called, the
collatersl will always well for cach in
excess of the deposst.  He has, since he
took charge of the tressury, contem-
plated relieving the banks of this burd-
en. The controller of the enrrency
agrees with the secretary, and therefore
it in snnounced that hereafter banks
will not be required to carry a reserve
against government dagulu secured by
government bonds. The treasury has
on deposit with various banks seatiered
thronghout the conntry, in roand num-
bers, §130,000,000, against which the
baoke bave heretofore been compelled
to hold more than §30,000,000 of gold
or ita equivalent,

OROWERS HOLD BACK.

Expected Advance In Price of Hops Re-
sults In but Fow Sales.

Portland, Uet, 1.—The hop market
has opened strone, with prospecta of
some big snles this week, though grow-
ars are not yet lelting go very freely.
Most of them are In a position to huld,
and as they expect better prices they
1o slow to consider dealers’ offers.
Many growars look for the market to
go to 25 cunts, and not & faw expect to
receive 50 contw for the portion of their
erop they did not contract for earlior in
the seacon. Dealers declive to name
higher figures, saying that browers in
the East are heavily stocked, many
baving enoagh hops to last them for &
year,

A number of small ‘mles are béing
made at 25 cents.  Receipts are in-
creasing daily, and will be heavy by
the last of the wevk, and baling will
than be practically at an end.

It is now estimated that the erop of
Washington will full short about 3,000
hales from the firsl estimate, which
will leave the state's prodnet some-
where nbout 358,000 bales. The hop
ervp in the Yakima valley is reported
to be short of Inst vear's output folly
10 per cent. In some yards there will
be but half a crop, in others a fall
erop, and In the majority less than the
nsual production.

EMILE ZOLA IS DEAD.
Famous Novellst & Victlm of Asphyxia-
tlon—His Wife Barely Escaped.

Paris, Oct, 1.—Emile Zola, the novel-
ist, who gnined additional prominsvce
in recent years because of his defense
of the Jows and of Capiluin Dreyfus,
was found dead in hia Parls home yes-
{enday morning. Asphyxiation, result-
ing from fames from & stove in his bed-
room, is given ue the cause of hie death.

M. Zola and hin wile retired at 10
o'clock. Mme. Zols was seriouaty ill
when the rootn was broken into thia
morning, At abont ncon sho was re-
moved to a private hospital, where she
recovered consclousness for a short
time, and was able briefly to explain lo
& magistrate what had happened.

The death of M. Zola, which only
became generally known alter noom,
caused u great sonsation in Parle, and
this evening there was a constant
stream of vigitors at the Zola reaidence.
Ho was born in Parin April 2, 1840.
