SIRAWBERRIES IN LESS FAVOR.

Uuclor Looking Aaksnc at Them
lookeil Ko.nl kicuiiai-- l led.

In spite of the strawlierry's centu-
ries of popuhirlty, It Is by no niennt
a wholesome fruit for everybody. It
Is not easily digested raw, slid doc-

tors uaually forbid It to children un-

der .

Its acUl is peculiarly unwholesome
for persons of rheumatic tendency,
and the fnill Is little leas thsu a poi-
son to some couatltiMlous. The doc-

tor books do not set down the straw-

berry among the vegetable poliis,
but whnt U popularly known as straw-

berry poison Is very common at the
spring season of the year, says the
New York Sun.

Mitrkixl cases of strawberry poison
ing are attended with fever, lassitude
and other disagreeable symptoms. In
some case tne race and body are
marked with large areas of strong
red. aiii,'tctltig at first scarlet ferer
These areas run lilt odd looking
patches, aud In some Instances become
almost purple.

The usual remedy Is to ult eating
strawberries, but sometime the pa
tlenta reniilro correcrtre niedlclm-- s

Many who have had the disease, If
such It should be cslled, are able after
a cure to eat th berries In modem
tlon. Some, however, can never again
est so ninny as half a dozen stmwber
ries wun sarety. A lucsy rew con-
tract a strong dlstaate for the berries

rt it aucn an atiaca, ana have no
climvulty In leaving them off their bill
of fare.

Borne, who cannot eat the straw
berry In lta natural condition, can eat
It cooked, and the. doctors recommend
tbe cooking of (bis and other berries
for children. In fact, the doctors are
hy no means so warm In their rec
ommendatlon of fruits In their natural
condition as they were a few years
ago, and tome have taken the attitude
that most fruits, especially when not
grown practically under the eye of the
conauiner, are more wholesome cooked
than raw.

Even the apple lias been attacked,
and many persons are advised to ent
baked apples rather than raw apples,
no matter how fresh and mellow. An
additional reason why cooked frtilts
are recommended lies In the fact that

o large a part of the fruit in the New
York murket Is sold after being from
a few days to many months in cold
storage.

EMERSON'S TRUE PLACE.

"Share with Hawtborae and Po
Primacy of American Letter."

Emerson sharea with Hawthorne and
Poe the primacy of American letters.
Whitman must be counted with them
as an original force In poetry. Ula Im-

agination had more volum and flow;
he had command, at hla best, of a tell-

ing freshness and effectiveness of
phrase; but In power of organization,
in discernment of spiritual qualities,
he falls far below tbe Concord poet
For It la as a poet that Emerson must
be reckoned with; the limitations of
hla prose, the lack of order in his
thought, and of thorough and large
structure in hla style, are due to the
poet's method in dealing with bis sub-

ject. He has enriched our literature
with a few poems of such directness
ot vision. "ch captivating simplicity

lKery. such ultimate felicity of

V". "t "ey 'u tay noia ot tne
imagination of remote generations.
He was not great in volume of emo-
tion, In tidal force aud sweep of Im-

agination. In that fullness of life which
comes to tbe poet whose genius Is

charged with elemental power as waa
Dante's and Shakspeare'a. He did not
look at Christianity with the fresh and
original Insight which he brought to
other subjects. He saw the disorder
of society, but he did not seem to real-
ize the tremendous significance of sin
as moral evil. And although he said
striking and profound things alxnit
Christ, he failed to take the measure
of the dlvinest personalty In history
a failure due la part to the force of
the religious reaction In which be
lived, and In part to bis fundamental
view of life.

In spite of these limitations, he re-

mains In many respects the finest
product of the old race In the new
world; the loftiest Interpreter of its
fundamental Idea and mission; one of
the deepest and noblest of Its teachers;
of a life so simple, so blameless, so

nobly polned between vision and tank
:bat to recall It Is to catch a glimpse
of the spiritual order of life, and to
believe in the dreams of the pure and
the great.-Hamil- ton Wright liable In
the Outlook.
