Associstion Molds Price Up te Two and
One-Hall Dents,

turned out better than was expocted,
the growers huve nothing now o
tronble them hut selling the crop.

It is estimated that the Oregon erop,
Including that of Clark county, Wash-
ington, will smount to abouat 1,000
enrlonds.  Of this quantity probably a
little miore than one-third las béon
sold at prices ranging from 4 o 4%
cents for the 40 1o 50 to the potind siee.
The males at thej higher price wers
mivde early and recently 4 cents for 40s,
or 2% -cent basin, has prevailed. Low-
ep, prices have been mude by o number
of denlers, A little Josg than one-
thinl of the entire orop will pass
throngh the hawds of the Willmette
Valley Prune nspociation, the Unipqgna
Valley association and the Clark Conn-
ty mssociation and individoal dealers
who are at present holding for a 234
cent basin price. Tt i estimated that
more than s third of the crop is un-
sold and in the hands of the growers
who are not identified with associationg
and who are looking for s chisnes tosell
at the Vest price they can get.

FIND OF PHONOLITE.
Large Body ol Risgstone Located South
of Baker City.

Buker City—A large beedy of phono-
live, said 1o be as rich in gold as that
found in Cripple Creek, Colo., has been
discovered on Fast Unmp ervek, 55
miiles south of thiscity, The discovery
was made some time ago by J. H. Gm-
hain and J. W, Miller, but they were
not cortain that it was phonolite until
they sent samiples to Denver and to
Washington and had assays made by
the local assayvers.
