Prospects for a Line From Omants
Pass to Bureka,

southern counties of this state, and Del
Norte county, California, connecting
with the line beiog built north to Ey-
reka, a¥ bright as at the present time.
For several months railroad talk hag
been ut & low ¢bb In Bouthern Oregon,
enpecially that pertaining to the pro-
pumed Oregon & Pacific, but recently it
has been revived, and in a way that
givea promise of something definite be-
ing done. This road would open up.a
large and rich mining section.

There has been organized in San
Francisco, and ineorporated in Cali-
{ornla, & convern known a8 the Cali-
fornis & Oregon Coant railroad com-
pany. It is organized with & capital
stock of $1,000,0060, and several influ-
ential men ure behind the enwrprise,
among them being John Barth, of Mil-
wankee; B. V. Thomas, of New York;
J. 0, B. Gunn, T. W. M. Draper, H.
H. Laidlaw and M. 8, Wilsen of Ban
Francisco,

The purpose of the newly organized
company is to build a line of railroad
from Grants Pass to Eureks, Cal., or
rather to some point on Humboldt bay.
The new company absorbs the old Ore-
gon & Pacific, and is more extensive in
it scope thmn the former company, as
it was the ariginal intention to build
Jine only from Grants Pass to Crescent
City, while the new romd will extend
on south, connecting with the northern
built line to Eureka, giving a new line
from Grants Pass to Ban Francisco.

As has been  previously stated, the
survey for the proposed road is com.
pleted, and grade stnkes have heen set
aver a large part of the proposed route,
Right of way has nlso been secured for
& greater part of the line, Grounds for
sidings and stations have also been
granted, and the company is ready  to
begin the actual construction of the
road with the arrival of the spring
mionths,

FIRE AT TILLAMOOK.

Courthouse Burned and Buainess Portion
of the City Threatened.

Tillamook—A disastrous fire occurred
here last week which entirely destroved
the courthouse of Tillamook county
and seriously endangered the business
portion of the city.

The treaty will be placed in the
hands of the Panams commissioners
now in Washington and by them it will
be taken to Punama,

This government, it s anticipated,

will ratify it promptly. It is expected
that it will be returned to Washington
bearing the seal of the Panama govern-
pment early in December. President
Roosevelt will then transmit the treaty
to the senate with & request for its rati-
fication.

INVITES CUBA TO BE STATE.

Newlands Introduces a Resolution Proe
viding for Ansexation.

Washington, Nov. 24.—Benator New-
lands, author of the resolution annex-
ing Hawaii, todsy introduced a joint
resolution inviting Cuba to beeome a
siate of the United States upon terms
of equality with the states of the union,
The resolution provides that Porto
Rico shall become a county or province
of Coba; that all present officers of
| Cubm ghall retain their positions until
their termn expire; that the $45,000,-
000 bonds of Cuba shall become the
bonda of the state of Cuba, with inter-
est reduced to 3 per cent, and 2 per
cent to be applied to a sinking fond;
that the present rural guard of Cuba
sball be incorporated into the army of,
the United States; that the money in'
the Cuban tressory shall become the
money of the state of Cuba. The reso-
lution closes with the fullowing declar-
ation:
*‘The foregoing resolution is inspired,
not by & desire ta annex forcibly, or to
aspert sovereignty over the island of
Cuaba, or to exercise any form of com-
pulsion, but solely by a regard for the
interest of the two countries, and a con-
viction that the interests of the states
composing the federal union and Cuba
are identical, and they can be admin-
istered by union under one form of gov-
ermment, all shall be represented on
equal terms and be governed by equal
and undiscriminating Isws insuring
freedom of trade and equality of rightd
and privileges.”

RUSSIA PREVENTS ITS OPENING.

Powers' Scheme at Port of Yomgamphe
Is Again Balked.

London, Nov. 23.—The Daily Mail's
