Chocolnte Custards,

To two cups of milk add two well
beaten eggs, two slightly rounding tea-
spoonfuls of cocos, three level table-
spoonfuls of sugar, and onehalf tea-
spoonful of vanilla Bavoring. The co-
coa should be mixed with the sugar
and dissoived In half of the milk
heated, and when this has cooled a
lttle add the other ingredients and
pour Into cups, Set the cups In a pan
of bolling water apd buke in a moder-
ate oven.

Pepper Sandwiches

Remove all the sceds from a green
pepper, chop fine and slmmer ten min.
utes In a tablespoonful of butter. Do
not allow It to brown. Add & dash'
of salt, and when cold spread bhetween
thin slices of bread minus the crust
Grated Amerlean eream cheese may be
placed on the top of the pepper layer,
with happy resulta.

spoonfuls on & hot, buttered gridiron,
Brown very lightly and serve with but-
ter and powdered sugnr.—Good House-
keeping.

Creamed Oyuters.

Put one quart of oysters, with the
broth, into & stewpan, snd let the oy~
sters heat through. When the edges
of the oysters curl, take them out and
add two cups of milk atd two tables
spooufuls of butter to the broth. When
bolling, add two tablespoonfuls of four
which hus beet stirred smooth In a
little cold milk, with sait and pepper.
| When thickened, add the oysters, and
serve al once on sllces of toast.

When cold cover with a thin layer of
red currant Jelly, and over all pour a
thtck layer of whipped cream wweet-
ened with sugur.
