From feellng the vibrations of the
planc as the teacher plays the puplls|
get an lmpression of sound as the
teacher would have it impressed on
them, for they learn the acceunt of
“Jingle Bells™ from feellng It In the
plano Detter than they can read
from the teacher's llpa, where the
force of the accent Is not so observa-
ble, because the sound is lost to them.
Hence the plano serves as ears to these |
deat children,

The plano Is not the ouly way to
teach sound, but it ls the most effec |
tive.
