logs taken in. When the Eufala camp
wiaide ity record, it only handied 131 logs
where, us you will note 1n Yeon's case,
192 logs were hamdled, The ditference
i the sesle is dun to the faet that the
timber cut in the Washipglon camp
wis considerably larger thno that in the
Raivier camp, but the real credit is doe
to the erew who got in the mazimum
nuiber of fogs, as the dovkey engines
it either case were ae capnble of handi-
g the larger logs as they were the
smnlier ooes, and the actoal test comes
In when getting hold aod letting go ol
that wany logs in such a short tiwe
considering  the fact that a certain
wmoant of clearing away and vlocking
had 1o be done and that after the logs
were browglit to the rollway they bad to
be loaded on cars sod taken away W
wake rovm for thuse which bad w ol

It is apparent o anyous that the
tandling of 192 loge ns agaicst 121 ia &
given time is greatly in lavor of the Ur
egen camp, and it is a very eafe state-
weut to suy that had the Jogs ron me
large in this camp, that the 530,000 foot
wark could easily have been passed.

While it is troe that these exceptional
pecformances in logging do not bear a
very important relativa to the reaular
work of logging campa, they are stll of
sufficient interest o a community of
thiskind to muke them worthy of publi-
ciation in yuar paper.
