A JEWEL OF A TEMFLE.

Madison Square Presbyterian Church
an Innovation in Construction,

Throughout the spring and summer
of the present year there has been
nenring completion, In New York, one
of the most beantiful and characteris-
tie of recent bulldisgs, The Madison
Squure Presbyterian Church reveals
ot only discrimipating taste, but an
lngenious triumph over sdverse condl-
tions. Backed by a fifteen-story sky-
scraper, with the possibinity of 4 slml-
Iar neighbor on one side and a 600-foot
tower just across the street, the site
offered little that was promising oe-
youd an outlonk over the square, It
wns obvious that a departure had to
be made In order to overcome the dif-
ficulties of the sitoation, A Gothle
structure must inevitably be dwarfed
by its massive surroundlngs, just as

Trinity, or, Indeed, Dr. Parkburst's
old church, now is. Confronted by
such ¢lreumstances, the architects,

Menars, Mcliim, Mead & White, broke
boldly awny from tradition by design-
ing an edifice not on medieval but on
seml-.classic lines, The Madison Square
Presbyterian Chureh reverts  to the
broad simplicity of ‘the early, pre-
Gothlc manner,

Crucltform in plan, with the arms of
the cross projecting but slightly be-
yond the Aguare miss, the structure
maintains its diguity owipg to the
dome nnd an lmpressive portico, the
columus of which outwelgh In scale
gnything In the immediate vieinity.
The church Is bullt upon a white mar-
ble base, of buff brick and glazed ter-
ra-cottn. In order further to differ-
entlate the edifice from its nelghbora,
it was decided to use color more liber-
ally than had heen employed In any
bullding hitherto erected In this coun-
try. The six columns of the portico,
the shafts of which measure thirty
feet, are of pale-green granite. The
capltals of the columns are Corinfalan,
the color seheme belng blue, white and
yellow, and all other ornamental feat-
urea reveal a delicate and appropriate
use of these spame abades with the addi-
tion of green. As In many Byrlan and
Roman churches, the dome Is tiled,
showing an alternating pattern of
green and yellow, the green serving as

' # background. To sustein and to en-

rich this effect the dome is surmount
&l by a gold lantern,

Within, ws without, manifest effort
has been made (o escape the somber
ritunlistic atmosphone of the average
sacred edifice.  The auditorium, with
Its ample vestibule and low gullories,
s In no sense ornste. The prevalling
| colors, grading downward from the
dome, will appear conslstent with the
| extorior, beiug n judiclous combination
| of mosaie, fresco and stalnod gluss of-
| foots.  In almost every essential the

Madison Square Presbyterian Cburch
| marks an innovatlon In church con-
| struction, In spieit It s & protest
| against the prevalling bellef that a
churely, In order to e eccleslnstle,
wiust be monastic 1o aspect. It s an
attempt, and a welcome one, to adapt
A place of worship to modern condl-
tlons and modern ieals, Though It
vaguely recalls churches dating from
the fAfth, sixth and seventh centuries,
it seems approprinte to the twentleth,
There Is no danger of the sky-scraper
belng able to crush this lttle gold-und-
green temple. Ita frank brightness
and beauty are, happlly, enduring
qualities. Ther are qualities that have
survived the shadows of the MMiddie
Ages and which will not be lost sight
of today.—Century.

ON A FLYING MOTORBOAT,

A tions of Exceedingly Rapid Ride
Are Described,

The seusations experienced on rid-
ing lo oue of the fastest wotorboats
yet produced, says the London Chron-
icle, are thus described by & yachis-
man who made the trial trip on Napler
11, on the Thames a few weeks ngy,
I which a speed equivalent to SL2¢
miles an hour was attalued, although
the bout is but forty feet long:

“As the boat galved In spewd, fat
tening her passengers against her back
supports, as the propeliers gripped and
fairly burled ber forwarnd, the mild
rouar of the engines ascended to &
shrick; the sounds of her elght ex-
huusts smote the edr like the contin:
uous reports of & machine-gun, min
gled with the scream of the river
water while the shore, dimly seen
through a vell of powdered spruy.
flew by like a traln

“There was no swing or plange, ne
lurch or roll. The grand lttle craft
plowed on her way on an absolutely
even keel and we bad no sense of be-
ing driven, but a feeling as If the boat
and crew were fiying. There was ab-
solutely no sepse of flotatlon, Bpo
water borne feeling whatsoever. If
one shut one's eyes It was not difficult
to Imagine one's self on some tearing
vehicle running swiftly on small roll-
ors over a smooth steel road. Sus
tained for the first time, It is like no
olher experience to be had In this
world, but after the first half minute
or less there settles upon one m yulte
delightful sense of security and safe-
tr, 80 evenly and so truly does she
ren.”

The successfnl trial of the Napier
IL tovk place over & measured nautical
mile under adverse cunditlons, there
belng a strong wind snd choppy sea.
Her time for a nautioal mile agalnst
the tlde was 2 minutes 25 seconds, and
with the tide, 2 minutes 124 seconds.
This corresponds o the one case 1o
a speed of 248 knots, or 299 land
miles, an bour, and in the other to
27.14 knots, which Is equivalent to
31,20 miles an hour, The previous
best record in European waters with
this style of boat was a trifle under
23 knots, and In American waters 20.3
knots, This speed was made by the
Challenger at Lake Worth, In Febru-
ary. Bince the Napler II. made her
record & French boat, the Palalsoto
IL. has equaled It on the Belne.

The Napler L1 {8 In her second sea-
son, having been a fatlure through
breakdowns at first. She s but 40
feet long. Rhe has twin screws, driven
by two forty-five-borse power motors,

The bow has a flare to turn off the
crest of the bow wave, splash guards
or “whiskers," being fitted as an ex-
tenalon of this flare,

The Napler I1, is an excellent exam-
ple of the marvelous results that have
been attained in providing bigh-speed
motorhoats,

She must be seen at full speed to be
appreciated. Ondinary steam craft sbe
passes as & dragon fiy darts by a dron
Ing beetle, She geems to fly over the
water. A roar as of rapld-fire artillery,
a smother of fonm, & white streak and
she 1 a mile away. Been approach-
ing stem on, driven at full power, with
great caseades of snowy spray gushing
from each side of her bow, she looks
ke some monster, shrieking, white
winged butterfly of the palezole age
skimming over the sarface.
