The Hillsboro T wdependent appears to
jhe nnable to upderstopd why Washington
County faited to receive the credit to
which it should have been entitled at the
hands of the committee that awarded the
connty prices at the Lewis and Clak Ex-
position, and for the benefit of our friend

«charge of Washington Couuty's interests
snade the mistake of lecking at the mat
der entirely from an agricultural stand.
point, and if this had been the true point
ol view Washington would have been en-
titled] to & wweh higher sating, for her
gproducts were of the very finest.  But the

committee o awards very rightly decided
on the point system, giving credit for
suinerals, forestry, fish, game, livestock,
mantfactures, and ull the other resources
of Whie conaty, apd in these varied classes
Washington was outpointed by much
smaller counties, including Columbia.
Washington received the largest number
of gold medals awarded any county in
the State, but they were procured by
suaking separate entries of each hanch of
grain, and several pgold medals were
awarded different persons on precisely
dthe same article. For instance: Emil
Cap, Mrs. Georgia Hughes. and Thowmas
Talbot were each awanled a gold medal
on Chili Cleb wheat., Such awanls had
110 efiect on the jury that passed upon the
respective merits of the county exhibits,
ond were probably made for the purpose
wf enconragiuy the corporation’s pet jew-
eler, as there is certain to be a mkeaff on
sgvery wedal manuiactured.
Columbia County did not make so
anany separate entries, but we endeavored
to have something on hand to score in
gach department.  Points were given for
justallation, and our booth was conceded
10 be the peer of any in the agricultural
Yuilding. Then we had fish, minerals,
{orestry, dairy, agricnlture, and horticul-
ture, Our agricultural exhibit did not
sompere in quantity with Washington
Lounty's, but our entire showing, taking
into consideration the development of the
Awo counties, was considered worthy of
secomd  place, while Washington was
placed in the fourth claze, =

The jury of awands, to deterwine Hae
Mistribution of the casls prires offered by
the State Commission, was composed of
one representative from five different
States.  Each of these men had charge of
his own State’s interests at the Exposi-
tion, and presumably was one of the lead-
ing citizens of his State. It was an jdeal
jury, and its findings are entitled to the
greatest respect. Washington failed gim-
ply because ber exhibit was made upon

Ahe one-iden plan, and was not broad
Jenough in its scope.

The Methodist de-
nomination, with the assistance of people
of other beliefs, and some of no Lelief,
buiit the old church on the hill, and for
piany years it was the only place of wor-
ship in this city, Ministers of all de-
nominations held services there, and
they did not seem to be any the worse
for their contact with each other; but
the time came, 88 it appears to in all
commanities, when the different s cta
thonght it necesary fur each to have a
separate pisce ol worship, and it sppears
tmi in onler to accomplish this the
Methodists have assomed a  hurden
greater than they can bear,

Would it not be a good thing, from
every standpoint, for onr citizens to help
them bear this burden? On the eve of
a revival of our business interests, we do
not want it agid that it was necessary for
sny church W be torn down and moved
awny from Bt llelens when the snm of
$500 will save it,

How much can you affurd Lo give o
keep o bandsome church aditice from Je-
struction?  Let the editor know, and we
will see what can be done abont it. Sev-
eral contributions are assured, but more
are needed.
