those that remain. It might be well to
cut out all eyes of the potatoes when
planted, except such as are desired to
grow, and so save the trouble of thinning
out the fielil to some extent, There is no
profit in growing a large crop ol potatoes
unless they are of merchantable size.
The largest potatoes are always found
where the largest and strongest stalks
grow, and the small ones where they are
small and weak, It isa mistake, in my
judgment, to plant small seed or to cnt
the lange ones to one or two eves to save
$eed and to reduce the number of plants,
as the common practice is. It is muoch
better to plant whole potatoes of good
siee, or, if large, to cut them at most only
in halves. Of course, it will cost more
to seed a field, but with good seed prop-

obtained.

“If one desires to mise the largest
quantity possible from a few seed, great
results can be obtained by taking off the
shoots and transplanting, but the pota-
toes will not grow large. When the
enrly rose was first intreduced T bought a
pound of seed, for which I paid §3, and
cut them in balves and planted them in
a cold frame,  As fast as the plants grew
large enough to transplant, I took them
off and set them in a field. I continued
to do this until too late to set out more.
I obtained from that pound of seed over
one and one-half bushiels potatoes. The
first taken off produced the largest pota-
toes. The Iater growth made weaker
plants, and from them were tubers pro-
portionately smaller. It may not be
known to some people that each eye in a
potato is capable of producing a large
nuniber of shoots; as fast as taken oif
others will grow, Usually not more than
two or three to each eye will start when
planted, but that number is far too many
to be left to grow."
