The cold weath-
er closed navigation before the coal
shipe arrived, and the government's
supply st Fort Davis is the only avail-
able supply.

Washington, March 7, — The issues
involved in the controversy over the
pending railroad rate bill were squarely
presented to the senate today in the
speech of Clapp, one of the Republi-
cans supporting the measure without
amendment, and by resultant remarke
from Bailey and Tillman, who are sup-
posed o represent the views of the
Democrats,

Washington, March 7.—The holse
eommittee on irrigation today favorably
reported the senats bill anthorizing the
withdrawal of 180-acre tracts under
government irrigation projects for
townsite purposes and suthorizing the
granting of such water righta 1w such
towns, which aha!l be paid for by the
towns, the money to go into the re-
elamation fund; also suthorizing the
secretary of the Interior to lease water
power under all government projecta
where water can be so ntilised without
interfering with irrigation.
