Among the provisions thus adversely
disposed of were several intended to fix
the liability of railroad companies for
inlary to employes. The presentation
ol provisions intended toaccomplish
this purpose had the effect of bringing
out & practical'y authoritative state-
ment that the committee on finterstate
commuree will report the independent
house bill on that subject which ie now
pending before it.

When the senate adjonrned, the
eighth section, regulating the person-
nel of the Interstate Commerce com mis-
sion, was under consideration and ad.
jonrnment was secured at a somewhat
earlier honr than usual in the bhope
that there conld be prepared a more ae-
ceptable provision covering that sub-
jéct than bas heretolore been presentad.

Weshington, May 14. — The house
had nnder consideration today bills re-
Iating to the government of the District
of Columbia. It completed the bills
reorganizing the Washington pablic
school system, then adjourned in the
absence of & quorum, postpoping action
on the billa under consideration.
