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DARK HOUR IN RUSSIA,

New Mutinies Break Oul as Fast as
Others Are Suppressed.

Bt. Petersburg, Aug. 8.—Nearly 3,
000 sappers, sallors, pioneers and min-
ers at Cropstadt mutinied sbout 11
o'clock last night. They planned to
selze the forie and the bridge leading
to Fort Cronstadt, but thelr plans were
foiled by the precautions taken by the
Alter n pevers fight the
loyal troops opened fire on them with
machive gavs, and ae they bad no m-
tillery nvsilable and the arsenal hud
been atripped before they could seize it,
they had no al'ernative but eurrender.
A court martial began sitting this
morning, and is sentencing the mutin-
sers to death by bondreds.

Bt. Petersburg, Aug. 8, —The crew of
armored crulser Pamyat Azova nin-
tinied off the Esthonisn coast and |e
now in fall possession of the ship,
which baa vailed northward io the di
rection of the Finnieh gulf.

Reval, Aug. 3.—The cruiser Pamyat
Arxova has arrived in the roadstend here
in the posseseion of the loyal portion of
her cerw, Ooe hundred and fifty of
the mutinears have been sent ashore
and imprisoned. The mulineers were
overpoweied by the loyal sailors while
the ship was at sea.

Bt. Petersburg, Auog. §.~The crew of
the Hussinp croiser Asia, which was
sent to Abo, has hoisted the red fag.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 3,—Although
the mutinies at Bveaborg have been
ended and the one at Cronstadt has
been practically put down, the ountlook
is still black., ‘The revolationists,
whose bands were suddenly forced by
the premature rising at Bveaborg, ap-
parently are undaunted at thess initial
reversea and intend to persist in their
program of calliug n geneis] strike on
Saturday or Monday.

Bt. Petersburg, Aug. 8.—On the heels
of the other bad news comes the startl-
ing statemen’ that the emperor has
fiatly refused to sccept the ennditions
to which Premier Stolypin aggreed in
his negotiations with Count Heydon,
Alexander Guehkoff. Prince Nicholas

Konli for the reorganisation ol the cab-
inet.

There is an increasing spprehension
that the emperor purposes to take the
final step of tarning the conntry over
to the military dictatorship of Grand
Dake Nichoss.

ISLANDS' RICE IMPORTS SMALL.

ide Says They Produce More, Mer-
chants They Eat Less.

Manila, Aug. 8. —Governor Ide bhas
recelved repori: stating that during the
fitcal year ending June 30 the importa-
tions of rica to the Philippines decreas.
od 61,072,411 pounds, valued at #3,-
084,783 in gold. Commenting on the
reports Governor Ide says:

““From these reporis it appears that
the number of pounds of rice imported
into the Philippines during the #f:ical
year of 1906 was something less than
three-sevenths of the importations of
1901, and the cash sent ont from the
islands for rice was less than four-elev-
entha of the sum sent in 1584, If the
same ratio ol decrease lora yearor even
# semester, no more rice will be import-
od and in two years the islands, besides
supplyiog the bome demand, ought to
be exporting rice."”

The pub.ication of thess reporta has
caused a controversy. The local ship-
pers contend that the decrease of im-
porta‘ions ie a result of the poverty ol
the people, who, it is alleged, are not
buying rica, but are living on yams and
other food. Tha shippera declare that
the Philippines will never export rice.

GENERAL STRIKE O

Workmen In Russian Capital Re-
sponding to Call.

SIGNS POINT TO A DICTATORSHIP

Grand Duke Nicholas to Lead Fight
on Reds — Disjurbances and
Mutinien Continue.

Bt. Petershurg, Aug. 4.—Bt. Peters.
burg is in darkness tonight, The em-
ployes of the electric lighting plants,
always the earliest barometrie record of
political conditions, ceased work during
the afternoon in obedience to the eall
for & general strike.  Thie call siready
hae been obeyed by 20,000 factory
hands in the capital. 1t will be im-
poesible, however, to predict the wnc-
cess of this universal political strike
until Monday, as the workmen in Bt.
Petersburg and the provinces have two
holidaye—Baturday, which is the fete
day of the dowager empress and  great
religions feast, and their regular boli-
day ol Bunday

The pickets of eavalry and inlantry
were the most conspicuons features on
the streets of 8t. Petersburg Iast night.
Business houses generally have boarded
up their windows as they did in the
daye of the great October ptrike, Prac-
tically all of the streel cars in the city
have stopped running, and the eab driv-
ers are threatening to cease work.

In the meantime the fate of the
Stolypin cabiuet sways in the balance
and Rossia | gpon the verge of disor-
ders which may lead to the reign of
either the military or the proletariat,
It can be stated definitely that the stepe
toward a dictatorship msy be taken
Sonday or Monday by the nomination
of Grand Doke Nicholas to the chief
command of all the troopa in Rossia.

Helwinglors, Aug. 1.—A gigantic mil-
itary conspiracy, aiming at the simul-
taneons capture of Russia's three great
sea floriresses, Cronetadt, Bevastopol
and Sveaborg, arranged by the Revolu-
tionary Miliary league, was prems-
turely sprung bers yesterday by an at-
tempt to arrest members of & company
of sappers who had mutinied on se-
count of the death of one of their com-
rades, alleged to have been dus to ill
treatment.

The entire garrison of the lortrees at
Sveaborg flamed out instantly in revolt.
All the artillery and eappers garrison-
ing the place were invoked. Oaly foar
companies of infantry remained loyal.
The mutineers seizged 40 machine guns
and practically all the quick-firers and
light artillery in the fortress, but even
with this aid they were nnable to hold
the main fort against the loyal infant-
ry. The fighting continued all night
jong. The heaviest firing was heard
from 10 o'cleck in the evening until 1
in the morning.

WILL OPEN DOOR.

Baron Komura Says Japan Will Keep
Treaty Pledges.

Vietoria, B. C., Aug. 1.—Baren K>
mura, recently appointed Japanese am-
baseador to Great Britain, arrived to-
day by the Canadiap Pacific railroad
stenmer Empress of Japan on his way
to London, vis Quebee, from where ha
esils by the Empress of Ireland on
Aogust 9.

Baron Komura said with regard to
Japanese action in Manchoria that the
Japanese government wou!ld undoubted-
Iy earry out all the pledges made before
and since the war to maintain “‘the
open door' in Mancharia, Regarding
the criticism of foreign merchaots, he
mid these were due to impatience.
The terme of occupation demanded that
Japan adopt the measures now in vogue,
but as soon as the military oecupation
wae ended and this wonld be soon, ar-
rangements would be maie to earry out
the pledges regarding an “‘open door
policy. Tiue, the bulk of the srmy
had been repatristed, but there was
still & large lorce ia Manchuria. There
was also Rossian troops in ocenpation.
While it wae not known definitely what
Russia was doing regarding the with-
drawal, it was known that troops were
steadily being withdrawn and it was
necessary that the Japanese military
administration continue to occupy the
country until the withdrawal was com-
plete.

“That I cannot tell yon,”" replied
Baron Komura. **This much I can say,
though, the pledges made by Japan re-
garding Mauchuris will be carried out
in every particular as soon a4 the term
of occupation by the military forces has
expired.”

The side of the Illinoils was
seraped by the bow of the Alabama and
soveral plates of the forward part of
the Alabama were injured. It is also
thonght that one or more of the six-
inch guns on the two battleships were
damaged, Admiral Evans states that
neither ship wihe damaged below the
water line.
