This Is the conclusion of a Xew
York Inventor, who has patented the
roach trap Illustrated here. It la made
of pasteboard. In two sections, one sec
tion being cut away to form an over

lapping Joint, so that the two sections
can be readily Joined together.

rectangular In shape, with a circular
opening at each end. Into which It fit-
