BRITAIN ACCEPTS TERMS,

Real Fisharmen of Newfoundland Con-
ceds American Rights.

Waahington, Oct, # —The news that
the modus vivend| between the United
Staten and Great Britain regarding the
Newloundiand fiaberies had finally been
signed was conveyud to Secrefary Root
in & csbligram from Ambassador Keid
today, advising him that the British
government had accepted the lerms
No lnformation has been received i
the State depariment concerning the
projposed resignation of the olficiale of
1he Newloundland government on ac:
connt of the new agresment,

Same facty in relation to the New-
toundiand government and the Hxheries
wero stated, in which it appears that
the British government has been very
mueh embarrassed during the negotia-
tlons on secount of the demands ol
Nowloundland, The Newlonodland
governmont ia under the control of the
merchant fishermen of the ieland, thess
who buy, cure and sell the flshing pro
ducls.  They oppoes any American
fiahing righte, including those guaran-
teed hy the treaty of 1518, and are dis-
satisfied with any arrangement that the
British government makes to carry onl
the terms of that treaty.

The real fishermen of the island are
pot in harmony with the restrictions of
the Newloundland government, soch as
denyitg the privilege of solling bait
and of allowing the fshermen to take
o.aployment on the American fishing
vemsels, The Newlonndlund govern-
ment bas no real responsibility in the
way of carrying out obligations. That
devolves upon the British government.

LOSES MILLIONS ANNUALLY.

Congress Must Reform Second Class
Mail Rate Law.

New York, Oct. 8,—The congressinn-
il committes which has been investi-
wating the carrying of second class mail
matter by the Postoffice department de-
sided today to adjourn the hearing to
Waskington, whers representatives of
tha Periodical Pablishers' sssocistion
will be heard on November 24, F.C
Madden, third sssistant postmasier
ceneral, snid:

“1 think that beyond gueetion the
Postoffice department has eatablished
its case—namely, that the present laws
regnlating mecond class muatter are out
of date wnd practically nullified by
sresent practices beyond the control of
the department as now equippsd, and
that & real und effestive enlorcement
would be injurions to the publishing
interests, There are now many persong
snjoylng the privileges of the second-
class rates in violation of the intent
and purpose of the siatutes to the de-
wriment of the postal revenues amount-
ing to millions annually.

“¥rom the Learings, the cyrrectness
o this is specially conceded by the
publishers themselyes, They seem to
he subatantinlly agreed that a relorma-
tion of the lawe is imperative. Just
what view the committee will take or
what action it will propose, il any, no
e at this time can say."”

POLICE AT LOGCERHEADS.

Criminals Allownd To Go Unpunished
In San Francisco.

San Francisco, Oct, 8.—It is charged
by newspapers here that politice in the
Police department is seriously handi-
capping the efforta of the lorce to ap-
prehend the two murderons thags who
looted the Japanese Golden Gate bank,
slew the vice president and pounded
the cashier over the head with an iron
bludgeon uutil he was almost dead.
The department seemed demoralized
over thy siruggle now progressing as to
who shall bead the detectives, and
within 12 honrs not an arrest has been
made, nor is there the shadow of a clew
to promisre one.

1 Wren, whom Chiel Dinan wants
to make inspector of police, appears to
be nnable to handle the situation, and
matters in the upper oflice are at n
standstill, with Acting Mayor Galla-
gher demanding Captain Duke to 1ake
command and infuse & mild solution of
braing into thé work, while Dinan is
equally detexmined not to sccept the
program.

Will Withdraw Coal Land.

Washington, Oct. 8. — It is under-
stood that the president has finally
made np his mind to withdraw all coal
lands not already taken up under the
land laws of the United States. The
erpectation is that he will, by a special
message, request congress to change the
statotes, but that meanwhile bhe will
himeell temporarily withdiaw the coal
lands from Iurther entry, It in stated,
however, that belore the withdrawal
ean take place the Geological survey
mustdetermine exactly which are the
coal lands, as a basis for the order.

TORNADOES GALORE

Sweeping Through New Orleans
and Viclnity,

_—

SIX KILLED; NINE MORE WILL DIE

Total Damage Is Over 81,000,000
Crops Ruined and Hundreds of
Buildings Destroyed.

New Orleans, Oct. 6.—This reglon
wis the center of cyclonle disturb-
ances, at least three of which were
fornadoes and caused the loss of six
lives, with nine persons fatally injured,

The first tornpdo struck west Baton
Rouge Parlsh about 6 o'clock, killlug
Mra, T. Forel and her daughter, Mra.
White, Mrs. Forel's body was found
In a ficld near her demolished house.
Two children In Mrs. Forel's house
were fatally Injured and five more
were injured In the collapge of a sugar
refinery.

In St. James Parlsh one woman was
killed and Mrs. H, Rebber and daugh-
ter, Mrs. Jobn Meyer, and a negro
were fatally Injurea. Fifteen bulld-
Ings were blown completely down In
this parish. >

At Polnt Chatauls, George Hawes
and son and daughter were killed by
the collapse of thelr house, and an-
other child of the family was fatally
injured. A negro was also fatally in-
jured there, besldes lujuries to & dozen
other persons,

The third tornado struck New Or
leans mabout & o'clock. Although no

lives were lost, property damage
reached $500,000 and about fifty per-
gong were Injured, one fatally. Fully

£00 bulldings were damaged, about 76
peing blown fial. Most of the demol-
lshed bulldings were negro cabins and
it was here that pearly all the Injuri€s
ocournid.

The path of the tornado through the
clty wag about elght miles long.

The tornado here appeared at a dis:
tance as & cloud sweeping the surface
of the earth. Tis course was undulat-
Ing, some bulldings being skipped en-
tirely ag it bounded skyward, Fre
quently It demolishéd wverandas and
fences on ona side of the street,
while not an object on the other side
was disturbed. The cloud *occupied
several minutes In crossing the clty
and hundreds of persons who saw and
heard It approaching had time to run
out of Its pathway.

One excltlng race was made by a
street car, which was loaded with
passengers on thelr way to work. At
Marengo street the motorman threw
on full power. The filying car was less
than half a block pest the roller skat-
ing rink when that structure went
down, Another street car was de
ralled.

ANOTHER BIG MINE FIRE.

Fifteen Men Entombed By Gas Explod-
ing In New Mexico,

Denver, Colo., Ont. §.—According to
a special lo the News, 15 men are be-
lieved to have been entombed In the
Dutchman mine at Blossburg, N. M.,
at 2:30 o'clock this morning, by an
explogion which wrecked the walls
and roof of the tunnel in which they
were working, Ounly six men are posi-
tively known to have been In the
tunnel wt the time of the explosion,
but the usual night shift numbers 15,
and none of them have heen located
outslde of the mine,

Resculng partles have taken out
four dead bodies, ona of which has
been identified ns Jan Jenski, 40
years old. Al but one of the night
ghift were Austrians, the exception be
ing an American,

Firedamp has settled in the tunnel,
making rescue work difficult. It is
not thought that any of the entombed
men can live with thig condition pre
valllng. As yet no fire has been re-
ported.

Another Storm Near Mobile.

Mobile, Ala., Oct. 6.—At 11:10 this
morning a tornado passed near Kushla,
about 12 miles north of Mobile. No
logs of life has been reported, and
owing to the thinly populated country,
it 1g hardly probable that there will
be any. The tornado cut & swath 100
feot wide and felled much timber. The
Western Unfon Telegraph Company
lost its wires along the Mobile & Ohlo,
Loulsville & Nushville and Southern
Rallways, Mobile felt no effects of
the tornado. L

Dead May Total Seventy.

NINETEEN BODIES RECOVERED.

Virginia Coal Mine Still Holds Many
More Victima,

Pocahontas, Va., Oct. 6—Nineteen
known dead and from 30 to 40 more
men entombed, and doubtless all dead,
Is the situation uwp to a late hour lo-
diy st the West Fork mines of the
Pocahontas Collerles Company, where
an explosion occurred late Wednesday
afternoon.

The bodles of these men were recov.
¢red from the minés as the result of
herole work of & band of 35 men con-
stituting & rescue party that werked
Incessantly through the hours of the
night and day.

It was not until 7:20 o'clock last
evening that the rescuers reached s
point near Paul entry, where the ex-
plosion occurred. Toward the middle
of the evening the hope was expressed
that all the bodles would be recovered
by midnlght.

The =authorities antlelpated the
fearful extent of the casunlties by or
dering a carload of coffins and burial
supplles, which are now on the way.
The order is being rushed at Blue
field and the burlal supplies, which
include 60 coffins, are ecxpected to
reach Pocahontas early tomorrow
morning.

The West mine has over 700 acres
of "worked out” or abandoned work-
Ings. Thix fact alone made it difficult
for the men to get to the part of the
mine where the explosion occurred.
All the brattices In these old worl
1ngs had been blown out. The scene
of the dlsaster {5 over two miles from
the drift mouth.

In the operation of the telephone
system of the mine a number of boys
are employed, and the greater number
of these are gald to have met death
fn the explosion or were caught by
the afterdamp. It Ig said that shortly
after the explosion one of the boys
called up the office outside, but was
overcome before he gave his message.
The boy probably dled at the tele
phone.

The cause of (ne explosion cannot
be definitely ascertained as yet, but it
is thought to be due to a gas explosion
followed by afterdamp. The mines
were considered the safest and best
ventilated in this section and the com-
pany has been at enormous expense in
equipping and ventllating them.

But that he suggested calling Congress
to ask for American intervention a=
early as September 8 s considered
gurprising: and that on September 13
he officially asked for Intervention
and had then Irrevocably declded to
resign causes amarement,

The correspondence between the
State Department and Consul-General
Stelnhart in conrection with Cuban
intervention reveals the truth of the
rumors current here at the time, which
were persistently denied at the palace,
P;alma declining to speak for interven-
tion.

On September 13 Mr. Bacon recelved
a dispatech which told of the irre-
vocable intention of Presldent Palma
to resign and to turn over the govern-
ment to an appointee of President
Roosevelt [n order to prevent complete
anarchy., It I3 added that It may be
necessary to land a force to protect
American property.

INSURGENTS DISIRN

Pacilication of Cuba Proceeds
Without a Hitch.

MARINES GUARD LARGE CITIES

Guerrera's Troops Being Sent Home
by Trainloads — Fighting Was
Mnstly by Gamecocks.

Havana, Oct. 4—The alserity with
which the rebels are laying down their
arms to the commission appointed to
superintend that Important pbase of
the termination of the revolution 1s
the greatest surprise the provislonal
has yet encountered [n the smoothly
working program. This operation s
now well under way In the vicinity of
Havana, 700 of Guerra’s men with
their horses having already been en-
tralned for Pinar del Rlo, while one
brigade marched to Guanajay today
without a slgn of disorder.

Hundreds of persong from Havana
went out to Santlago de las Vegas and
Rincon today to view the disarma-
ment. They were disappointed at bot
seeing the rfbels actuslly surrender
thelr guns. but nevertheless they wit-
nessed an interesting sight. As a con-
ceasion to the men General Funston
and Major Ladd permitied them to
take thelr arms to Pinar del Rio, where
most of the men joined the insurgent
army. The rifles, however, were first
counted by officers of marines under
the direction of Major Ladd and the
men will be required to surrender
them before leaving the train at Pinap
del Rio.

It is reported that some of Del Cas-
tillo's followers were reluctant to dis
arm, but all the brigade commanders
have Informed Major Ladd that all
their men will disarm and disband
when ordered to do so by General Del
Castillo. Wednesday afternoon Gen-
era] Castillo gave Major Ladd an or
der directed to all his subordinate com-
manders and telling them to comply
with every request made by the Amer
jcan officers, Major Ladd will work to-
night to carry out the disbanding ar-
rangements.

According to the testimony of an
American named Harvey, a former
Roosevelt Rough rider, who has been
with the insurgents, the amount of
sctua] fighting during this revolution
was really very small. Harvey says
that most of the fighting he had seen
was between game cocks. About 10
per cent of Guerra's men carrled
fighting cocks tied to thelr saddles,

YELLOW JACK IN HAVANA.

Details Concealed and Health
Officers Working Hard.

Key West, Fla,, Oct. 4—An opposi-
tion many times more serious than the
insurrection In Cuba is awaitlng Uncle
Sam’s army of intervention, according
to a wireless message received here
late tonight from Havana. The new
enemy is yellow fever.

According to the dispatch ten new
cases were reported today and dozens
of susplclous cases are being closely
wntched. The first reports sent out,
tending to minimize the extent of the
epidemic, are now acknowledged to
have been purpesely toned down.

It 18 said that the American forces
will ind Havana in a much different
sanitary condition from that which ob-
talned under General Wood's rule.
There is said to have been a declded
lapse toward the old, inefficient condl-
tion under Spanish rule. Major Jef-
terson R. Keene, who left here tonight
for Havana, expressed no surprise at
the report of the serlous condition of
affairs, but declared that the sanitary
department of the army of occupation
Is ready to meet the situation and will
doubllegs be doubly reinforced as soon
as Washington can be acquainted with
the real gravity of the situation.
