Will Taka Charge of Cuba as Pro
visional Governor.

Havana, Oct. 10. Charles E. Ma

goon, tba newly appointed provisional
governor of 3nba, arrived here this at
terncon. Coincident with bis coming,
Governor Taft gave out a general deer)
proclaiming amnesty not only to th
rebel, but to til persons charged with

political offenses or crime in any way
connected with tba revolution.

Tba iteamer Mascotte, with Mr. Ma- -

goon, General J. franklin neu, Airs.
Taft and Mr. Bacon, entered Havana
harbor at 4 o'clock this afternoon. Ia

wake of the Mascotte came the bat-

tleship Texas with a detachment of 800

marines from Norfolk.
A launch carrying Mr. Taft, Assist

ant Secretary of State Bacon and Cap-

tains McCoy and Martin, aides to Mr.
Taft, harried oat to tba Mascotte.
There followed another lanncn wilt
Ueneral Funaton and his aide, and
third with a committee of Cuban news-

papermen, who carried huge boquets ol
flowers wbicb were delivered to Mrs.
Ta't and Mrs. Bacon with a brief ad
dress of weleome.

After tb pre an ations to the mayor
and tb city cien; 1 tbe party entered
carriage and wa driven to tbe palace,
where Mr. Talt and Mr. uacon and Mr.
Magoon bad a long conference in th
governor's office.

Following this conference nr. Ma
goon received tne mem pert oi w
press. He declined to diacnts nis pians
for tbe future. He said he had expect
ed, opon arriving at Washington, to
bav 30 daya' leave ol absence prior to
bis departure for tbe Philippinee. H
did not regret, however, tbe change in
program and he declared bimeell grati-
fied with being in Cuba. He eaid he
woUid take np hit residence with Min-

ister Morgan as the minister's guest
pending the departure of Mr. Taft.

General Bell will reside at tne army
headquarter at Marianao. Oeneral
onaton will make his headquarters at
Camp Columbia.

BID TO DIG CANAL.

Commission Invites Proposals to Com

plete Work on Isthmus.

Washington, Oct. 10. Invitations
for proposals to complete the Panama
canal were iaaued today by tbe canal
commission and the form of contract
under which tbe work it to be dona
waa made public by Chairman Shonte,
who also gave out a letter written to
the secretary of war giving tbe com-

mission's reasons tit contracting tb
work.

Tba contract provides that each bid-

der must undertake the entire work of
construction. No bar will be offered
to corporations associating in the un-

dertaking, bnt thev mutt be legally
organized into a single body with which
the government can deal. Bidders will
not be considered wbo do not have
available capital ol $5,000,000. A

certified check tor $200,000 is reqnired
with each proposal ind a bond of

will be reauired from tbe suc
cessful bidder. The bidding is not
limited to American contractors. All
proposals are to be in before noon of
December 12, wnen tney win oe open
ed.

Proposals are to be expressed io term
of percentage upon the estimated coat

of construction, which is to be fixed by
a board ot five engineers, three repre-

senting the government and two th
contractor. The chief engineer of tha
canal commission is to be chairman of

the engineering board.
In support of ths commission's posi-

tion that the canal can be contracted to

greater advantage than it can be built
by tbe government, Air. esonis- - lener
taya that, "because of the unprecedent-
ed and greatly extended industrial ac

tivity of the time and tbe consequent
violent competition for all classes of

superintendents, foremen,
skilled mechanics and even ordi-

nary laborers, it would take tbe com-

mission years to secure men to build

np departmental conttruction organisa
tion which, would equal in emcieccy
tboie now controlled by the leading
contractors ot the United Btatei."

Hop of Annexation High.
Havana, Oct. 10. Preeldent Roose

velt's statement at Washington yester-

day to Nicholas M. Riviero, tbe Ha-

vana editor, that "the means taken by
the United States to prevent disorder
in Cuba mnst always be determined by
tbe existing conditions and with refer-

ence to our solemn obligations to th
people of Cuba," it causing consider-
able gratification here. This is not be-

cause tbe wordt indicate any definite
change In his intentions, but because
be did not lay anything about tne early
reatoration of sovereignty.

Illinois Ha Lost Much Revenue.
Springfield. Til., Oct. 10. The asser

tion waa made today before tbe railroad
committee ot the state board of equal
ixation by W. B Fleming and J. M.
Duffy, representing colonel James
Hamilton Lewis, corporation counsel
of Chicago, that by two errors in meth-

ods of assessing railroad property by
tba state board of equalization, tha
state ol Illinois bat lott revenue in tha
past SO yeart which would amount to
hundred ol million ol dollart.

Opens Another Reservation.

Washington, Oct. 10 The president
iesued a proclamation today fixing IS
o'clock noon on October 29 as the date
lor opening the Walker river Indian
reservation, in Nevada, tosettlement.
There are 268,000 acres of land to be
disposed of and the law permits its ac-

quisition under tbe general land laws.

OLD GIRARD SLAVE PEN.

Discovery Made by Subway Workmen
at Depth of IOO Feet.

Philadelphia, Oct. 13. Bobway
workmen digging beneath Water etreet
(or tbe new tunnel station, uncovered
at tbe depth of 100 feet what It clear
ly an old alav prison. Tbe pen is
composed of narrow cell in three tier.
witb three-fo- corridor between heavy
wall. Tha cell run six to the tier
Each It large enough to held tlx men
packed in closely. Heavy iron ban
covered the window! and in each cell
were manacle tnpports. Directly above
tbem ia the honte of Stephen Girard,
an eccentric millionaire, wbo gave Gi
rard eo lege to Philadelphia, and whose
ettate is now valued at $100,000,000.

In tearing down the old Girard home
that tba traction company bought, the
prison wat discovered. The old honse
it within balf a square of the Delaware,
and secret access by water wonld be
easy. Girard believed . in slavery,
owned slaves and many Louisiana sugar
plantations.

Cold Persists In Eaat.

tain region, in Idaho and Montana,
and moderating in the South and con

siderably warmer ia the central valleyt
it tbe weather situation in a nutshell,
as annonnced tonight by tba Weather
bureau. It is warming up in the West
generally, reaching over 60 degrees in
the vicinity ol Chicago and the Missis-

sippi valley and over 70 degress wat
of there.
