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MEN IN GOVERNKENT SERVICE

In recently published compilations of
census burean stalistics relative ta the
women workers in the United States it
is shown that the governmont service
allracts many and that in elerical work
women are gquite promivest. Thoogh
they are as yot only ane to ten in
comparison with the nvmber of men
employed, it ls signitncant that there are
no less than 13,532 female government
clerks,

Qut of a mass of information in regand
to the women so emploved a few points
are of peculiar interest, 1t appears, for
instance, that ooly 250 of the 15,
less than 20 wvears of age, while 16 per
ceut are over 50 There are more
women betweea 30 and 40 years of age
in the government service than bétween
20 and 30, indieating either that they do
not seek this work until pretty well nd-
vanoed in vears or that they have the
facuity of staying developed to perfection.

The fact that there are 1976 on the
rolls over 50 years of age shows that in
official life women are retuined inservice
at ages far bevond thoss when retire-
ment becomes practically compalsory in
other occupations. Thers are few leach-
ers, or stenographers, or clerks in bnsi-
ness establishments who are retained
alter passing the hall-centory mark,

As in commercial life so in the goveru-
ment sérvies, the women a3 a rule are
paid less than men for the same class of
work. One resson suggested for this is
that as the heads of departments are
almaat always men they naturally rats
the man higher than the woman. Ap-
parently if women are ever to get the
justice they olaim in the matter of re-
numeration they mnst get intoexecative
positions. When the suffragists get all
that they want they will doubtless sce
1o it that the discrimination in the mat-
ter of salaries bet ween men and women

is abolished.
