Shortly after 4 o'clock the procession
formed and headed by a platoon of po-
lice, the Charleston’s band and the
erniser’s full complement of marines
and bluoejackets and followed by the
vice president and the other guests of
the city in antomobiles proceeded to the
VanDuser field, where Mi. Fairbanks
addressed a crowd of several thousand
people who had gathered to hear him.

Mayor Wise welcomed the distin-
guished visitor in a few well chosen
words and then Senator Fulton in his
usnal happy manner Introduced the
guest of the day. Mr. Fairbanks'
speech was purely of an imprompta
nature, but he is a pleasing talker and
his numerouns witticisme and Jlocal hits
#oon aroused the enthusiasm of the an-
dience and dispelled the idea that he ia
an ‘“‘iceberg,” ms so often depicted.
He spoke of the great and wunequaled
proaperity of the country, of the won-
derful opportanities to be found in the
West, and prophesied that the prosper-
ity of Americs as & nation was but jost
beginning.

JAPAN READY FOR WAR.

Would Attack United States on South
With Big Army.

Mexio City, July 15.--Nine thou.
sand veteran Japanese roldiers are now
in Northwestern Mexico, They are sta-
tioned st points in the statea of Sonora,
Sinoloa and Chibushua. Each group
is commanded by akilled commanders,
who saw service in the Russo-Japanese
war. Thirty thonmnd Japanese, the
vast majority of whom are veterans of
the Ruesian campaigns, are in the
southwestern section cf the United
States and Lower California. Three
Japanese generals whe held high rank
in the Russo-Japanese war bave been
in Mexico for thrée months. They
droes like Mexican mocheros and are
ostensibly buying land.

The Trmns-Oveanic Immigration com.
pany, whose vice ident is T, Hina
ta, & memba of the Japanese parlia-
ment, ks subsidized by the Japanese
govermnent o bring Jupanese soldieas
to Mexico. They have coming in-
to Mexieo at the rate of 300 per month,
landing at Salina Croe, Manzanillo and
other Pacific porta.

In case of war, the plan Is for the
Japanese floet to sall up the Gult of
California, eapture the port of Guay-
mas, and use L state of Bonora as n
tase of operations Ina campaign agains
the United Statee. This plan will
practically duplicate the operstions
agninst Russia, in which Japan sefsed
Corea ut the outhrenk of the Russo-Jap-
anese war.

Japan, in her war against the United
States, will despoil Mexican territory,
which has no navy, just as ahe did that
of Corea in the war with Russia.

Foreign diplomats here, and especial-
ly those of Emiope, are watching the
developments with interest and aston-
ishment because of the inadequate
American secrot service officials, who
seem not to be thoroughly informed of
Japan's operntions in Mexico.

Alton milroad, which was one of the
strongest advocutes of the cur pooling
scheme al the ouiset, will withdraw.
The Chicago, Milwnokee & St. Faul
railroad bas already withdrawn, and
many of the big ronds in the Fast and
West have determined to abandon the
project.
