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Thl Inquiry wai rfrrd to Profor
Elliott, who replied:

"1. W have experimented with ny
bean for about twelv yean at tiie
I'ullman itation, and bar alto experi-
mented with the toy bean at our itate
itation, located on th western tlope of
th Catcada Kange, near 1'uyallup.

"2 3. W have not been able to ma-

ture them sufficiently at thia itation to

juttify their being considered at a
prolltiiblo crop. At th 1'uyallup sta-
tion hnvo had bitter tureen. Our
experiment have been tried only on
the plot aenln, hence wa have no data
regarding the cost of production.

"4. We have used tlietn henna a
forage, and nlao have made an effort to
use tlin.n for grain feed for swine, with
only moderate auecess; and (5) I do not
think any experiment have been mado
looking to their ua a food for th
human race."

ulate the cutting of timber, and In cer-
tain eatet may prohibit all cutting on
tract which ought to remain timbered
"to provent floods, drouths, landslides,
nnd to preserve unimpaired the scenic
attrnetivenoM of places of public re-

sort." AH owners of timberlnnd nnd
all leaseholders are required to report
to tho government their holdings in or-

der that the property may be listed and
eared for. Fnilure to report within
yenr subjects the forest to forfeiture.

The forested area of Korea is about
2,500.000 acres, which is only one-tent-

of the land on which forests ought to
be growing.
