INSISTS JAPS ARE LEAVING,
Socrotary Biraus Gives Biatistics on
Immigration and Emigration.

Waabington, Jan, 20,-—-Betretary
Btraus forwnrded a letter to Senator
Frank P. Flint, of Californis, digcuss-
ing the statintics of the department of
commercp and Iabor covering the im-
migration of Japanese to the United
States und the emigration of Japanese
from the Unifd States. Mr. Straus
Hayn:

“You will observe that the entire
number (Jupaness) admitted was 12,
418 for the cvlendar ywar 1907, while
the entire number sdmitted was but
4477 for the calendar year 1908, You
will also bear in mind that the execu-
tive order of the president was issued
on Mareh 14, 1607, but it took a con-
viderable time to prepare regulations
and put thum into effect and for the
dopartment of state, both here and
through our smbasssdor to Japan, to
arrive at 8 definite understanding with
the Japanese government,

“1 denire furthermore to direct your
attention to the fact that the entire
the year beginning
with November 1, 1907, and ending
with October 31, 1005, was G017,
while the departures for the pame pe-
riod were G582, leaving an inerease of
immigration of Jupanese for that year
of 186,

“It is further to be observed that,
beginning with the month of June,
1908, to October, 190K, the emigration
of Japunese from the United States
exceeded the immigration to the Unit-
el States by 1642, showing distinetly
that the trend of the migration of Jap-
atiese in from the United States, It is
further shown by the marked decrease
of immigration during the months re-
forred to of 1908 na compared with the
same months of 1907,

“The press reports which 1 have
seen contain statements made by some
of your people in Californin that these
figures are inexact. 1 desire emphat.
ically to state that they are absolutely
correct, and the proof thereof, which
ison file in the department, clearly
demotistrates the wsccuracy of the fig-
upes.

**jt has further been intimated, as 1
see from reports, that there is a large
surreptitious influx of Jspanese over
the Mexican and Canadisn borders. 1
am justified in saying that this is not
true, for obvious reasons. ‘That there
are some few scattered surreptitious
ontries s quite probable, but the sum
in 80 small thut it cannot be consequen-
tinl

“Fipally T wish to call your atten-
tion to the fact, which the statements
above are foreed to indieste, that the
arrangements which have been enlled
the ‘gentlemen’s agreement’ we have
with Japan, in my judgment, sre wark-
ing more effectively than would result
from any restrictive laws, because of
the effective embargo Japan Las placed
on the departure of her subjects from
Jupan.”'

Short Hay Crops and Floods Make

Stockton, Cal., Jan. 28.—The scar-
city of beef, hogs und sheep has caused
meat prices here to increase fast of
late, and the retailers have raised their
srices until the head of the house is
compelled to pay funcy Agures for all
kinds of meat,

greater portion of California depends
on Nevada and Arizona, and even Ore-
gun, to supply the bulk of meat. Ow-
iny to the failure of the hay crop in
Nevada and Arjzona last season, the
stock it thess two states are not in
candition for slaughter. The prevail-
ing wet weather, with washouts and
few carlonda of stock, hns ereated al-
most & mest famine and prices are

Japan Mot Worried.

Tokio, Jun. 29.—In an editorial
which the Hochi will print tomorrow
the Japanese peaple are warned against
connecting the movement for naval ex-
pansion and increased fortifications in
Amorica with the anti-Japanese agita-
tion in California, It will say that the
American povernment is only showing
a wise care for its dependencies, Ha-
waii and the Philippines, and that only
harmful sensationslists could connect
sueh proper naval expansion with any
feeling ngainst Japan.

Chile and Peru Quarrel.

Valpuraiso, Chile, Jan. 20.—The
rupture of diplomatic relations be-
tween Chile and  Peru, signalized by
the withdrawal of Senor J. M. Echin-
que, the Chilean minister at Lima, has
aroused more or less excitement hore,
and the old animosities between the
two countrics, dating back to the war
of 1870 and the consequent sequisition
of the Peruvian provinces of Tacna and
Arica by Chile, have, to o certain
mensure, been revived.

BLIHARMPRAIRIE

Terrific Winter Storm Sweeping
Over Middie West.

—

DRIFTING SNOW BLOCKS TRAINS

All Telegraph Wires Quickly Coated
With Ice and Broken—Rotary
Alows Are Powerless.

Denver, Jun. 30.—From 11 o'clock
lnst night until 1 o'clock today almost
the entire country west of the Missouri
river was cut off from telegraphic eom-
munieation with the ocutside world as
the result of & rain, snow and sleet
starm, accompanied by a wind of al-
mont cyclonie viclence that swept over
Colorado, Kunsas snd Nebruska last
night, and then continued its work of
destruction eantward,

In Colorndo, where the storm has
been raging for several days in the
mountsins and wlong the west slope,
ruilronds nre blocked by drifts which
have rendered even the big rotary
plows powerless, and big snowslides
ure reported from all directions, High
winds are piling up the drifta in the
mountans and adding to the difficulties
of the railronds.

In the Telluride and San Juan dis-
tricts of Bouthwestern Colorado many
mines ha: e been foreed to elose beeause
of the lack of fuel and supplies, A
slide that wrecked o seetion of the Tel-
luride Power company’'s lines puta
dozen mines and mills in the Savage
basin out of commigsion.

The Denver & Rio Grande and Moffat
ronds are having much trouble with
drifts, Bitterly cold weather is re-
ported from some points, Telluride re-
porting 16 below.

Passenger trains from the East on
the Union Pacifie, Santa Fe, Rock Is-
tand und Buorlington roads are all late,
and passengers report that the wind
blew at the rate of 70 miles an hour
across the Kansas and Nebrsaks prair-
ies over which they came.

The storm started throughout East-
ern Kansas and Eastern Nebruska iast
pight with & thick fog. Later this
turned to rain and then, #s the cold
wave and strong north wind swept
acrosa the Kansas and Nebraska
prairies, the wires rapidly beeame
coated with ice and one by one snapped
under the burden. Apparently the
storm inereased in intensity as it sped
across Missouri and lows, and this
morning neither the Western Union
nor Postal Telegraph companies bad a
wire working into Chicago from Den-
ver, Neither company has mny infor-
mation regarding the extent of the
storm east of the Missouri river.

The Gunnison branch of the Colorado
& Southern railroad is practically tied
up by the blizzard raging in the region
of Alpine pass. This is also true of
the Leadville branch, A passenger
train on this line is reported to be
stuck in the nsow st Platt canyon.

Colonel Goethals, Joseph Blackburn,
governor of the canal zone; Colone

The first person to shake the hands
of Mr, and Mrs. Taft when they landed
was Governor Melendez of Colon.

At Culebra the president-elect was
roceived ceremoniously by President
Obaldin’s cabinet.

The president-elect will sail from
Colon for New Orleans next Friday.
