Double Train on Rock Island
Road Goes In Ditch.

Occupants of Day Coach, Smoker
and Pullman Killed and Maimed
and Many Badly Mutilated.

Marshalltown, In., March 22, For-
ty-five persons were killed and 36 were
injured, many .of them fatally, in &
wreck of n Chicago, Roek lsland &
Pacific train four and o balf miles
north of Green Mountain, lows, at
£:16 o m. today.

The train. which was a consolidation
of No, 19, from Chicago, and No. 21,
from St. Louls, bound for Minneapolis,
was being detoured over the tracks of
the Chieago Great Western road.

Running at about 80 miles an hour
in a eut north of Green Mountain, it
struek a spread rail, it is bolieved.

The pilot locomotive jumped the
track and, with terrific force, was bur-
ied in the embankment of soft clay,
A second locomotive, coupled behind
the first, rolled over and the sudden
stop hurled all the rear cars forward.

A conch, n smoker and a Pullman
ear were smashed to splinters, almost
all the occupants being killed or in-
jured.
