LOCAL RESOURCES

The Governors of -a number of
Western States, including the
pocket bnrroughs, insist that the
public domain within those states
should be considered a local re-
source and subject to state in-
stead of national control. For
some reason they do not argue
that the Columbia river belongs
to the states of Washington and
Oregon, or that the proceeds
from these ‘‘local resources™
should be devoted to the im-
provement of our “'local” rivers
and harbors. They are perfectly
willing the revenues of the
general government derived from
taxation of all its eitizens, should
be applied to the betterment of
waterways and harbors which,
ander the old doetrines of State
rights were considered local. The
old doctrine is invoked only in
part by these latter day states
rights advocates, They are will-
ing to take but not to give, The
United States Government owns
the public domain, no matter in
what States it may be located,
and all the people have an in-
terest in it, To permit that in-
terest to be at the mercy of State
officials would be to invite a re-
petition of the history of the
school sections in Oregon, and
mean the sacrifice of the States
hest interests to corporations and
sipeculators,

His en-
viroument naturally bred certain bab-
its of commund, fostered a capacity for
directing the efforts of others spd tm-
posed n sense of responsibility upon
the planter for the lives that were In
bis keeping

Above all else the planter jealously
guarded his rights ns an English free

ery aggreasion of royul tyrauts. Ope
husband, one wife, one home, one king,
one God—-this was the planter's creed
