We doubt it
But they say that $7.00 is the
'regular" price. If it is and the

value is so small that they can
cut it to 69c, then when you pay
$7.00 you are certainly victimized
in great shape.

Of course, there are perfectly
egitimate sales, but they are few

and far between. It is easy to
reduce the price of an article that
is being sold for seven or eight
prices.
