CHEAP SODA DANGEROUS.

Aicohol, Coal Tar Dye and Ether
Compound Menace to Heaith,

New York—The cheap soda water
which is retailed on street corners to
school children and passers by &t &
penny or two a glasa is, in most cases,
an aleoholic beverage with a larger
percentage of spirits than ordinary
beer, according to an analysis made by
Professor M. S. Allyn, of the Massa-
chusetts Stute Normal achool,

““The syrups with which these cheap
sodas are flavored frequently contain
10 per cent of alechol,’” said Professor

Allyn. “‘This is twice as much ns
there is in beer. Take, for instance,
a “‘strawberry’ flavoring which |

bought at a stand on the lower East
Side, The red color in the syrup is
obtained from a coal tar dye and the
| flavor is given by an ether compound.'’
