The
San Francisco Eiaininer has the follow-
ing to say of the Nehalem's cargo of
red woo J.

One ol the largest and most valuable
cargoes of red.oai lumher exported
from Humboldt ltay in the last seven
years, bound to South Abica, will be
taken on the Hammond Company steam
er Nebalein, to be delivered in the Co-
lumbia river to ships that will carry it
to II dest. nation. The Nebalein i now
taking on about 600,000 feet of rough
clear an I rough teh-cte- redwood lum-
ber, or, more exactly, 470,000 feet in
timbers from 10 te Z leet long, and from
2x12 inches, cross section, to 20x20
inches. The total value of the cargo i
placed at approximately f ltf.OOO. Water
Iront men are n jw wondering whether
or rot tlie ship wiil be cleared at this
port or fiom the Columbia river. All
are of the opinion that Humboldt bsy
should receive the credit of this ship-
ment in the records ol the cuntoin house.
The last big shipment of redwood for
South Africa was made on the Oeriimn
bark Henry, March, 1113, carrying 034,.
000 feet of lumber, and on the bark Oxo,
Fehiuary, ltsj.'l, carrying 570,000 feet.
These were full cargoes, the vessels being
small.

The Claverdon will also take 1,000,000
feet of fir from the St. Helens Mill Com-

pany for South Africa. The Claverdon
carries 2,500,000.

The .team schooner Yellowstone of
the McCormick Line came intojhe river
snd will take some HO0.000 feet to Cali-

fornia ports. Owing to shortage in dock
room it will have to get its load some
where else on the river, probably at
Rainier.
