“Mr. Bowerman complied with the
direct primary law in becoming a can-
didate for the Republican nomination
for governor In that he filed a saffic-
fently signed petition in regular form
with the proper officlal and otherwise
did everything required by that law.

If 1 am elected governor I will veto
any and every measure which at-
tempts or undertakes to amend,
change or repeal the direct primary
law, Statement No. 1, or any other
law adopted by the people, or any
part of any of them. As a member of
the senate and president of that
1 have never endeavored in any "

member to violate his obligation or
pledge under Statement No. 1, and Iif

1 am elected governor I shall pursue

the same course and shall not in any

manner or by any means interfere or

attempt to interfere with the conduet

of uny member in this particular, or

induce him to viclate his pledge.
