same shall become null and void.

Section 6. The said J. L. Kipperer
shall, within thirty days from the date
of the taking effect of this ordinance
commence active construction of a tele
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manent ro.nU, The adoption of a gen-
eral statute by popular vote providi ng a
method for counties to incur more than
ftOOO indebtedness for roads will pro-

bably be necessary before advantage can
be taken of the amendment.
