OUR PORTLAND LETTER

Oregon's Metropelis the Mecon for Woel
Growers of the United States
PorTLAND, Or, Dee, 20 —When the
annaal convention of the National Wool
Growers' Associatlon opens o Portland
January 4th it will be the biggest and
most mportant gathering of sheep mis-
ers in America for years, Questions of
vital importance to the sheep ludustry
are 1o be considered and the futare pol-
iey of the woolinterests will be outlined.
Aceording to those high in the councils
of the organinstion, littie sappoit lor the
wool men may be expee el either from
President Taft or the next Congress
Both, it seems, are determined to lead

the tariff bill. The fiends of the threat-
ened scliedule would leave the subject
0 the Tariff Board, but it is said that
President Taft feels that the public ex -
pects further tinkering with the rates on
wool and woolens and he i« is deler-
mingd to aceede o their demands.
