The plants of thla botanical onler sre
a great boon to the natives of the dis-

tricts In which they grow, generally
reglona dnatltute of mater. The stems
of many of the varieties contain a
wholeaome Juice of w hlch both men
and livestock avail themselves, and
some species produce a pleasant fruit.
The cultivation of edible cactus Is
still In the experimental stago.
