Helena, Oregon, to establish a sewerage
system within Sewer District No. 2 of

Id City, showing the location of tbe
same: the material out or which same
(ball be constructed: appointing apprait
era and arbitrator to appraise probable
costs: providing for notice to property
owners: and repealing all ordinances
and parts of ordinances in conflict there
with and declaring an emergency.

Whereas, the City Engineer ol the
City of St Helens, Oiegun, haa divided
said City into rewer districts, in accord
ance with the natural topography of the
several additions, block and lota com-prUi- ng

said City, ol which the herein-
after described district is and shall be
known aa Sewer Diatrict No, 2, ol said
City, and in relation there to has fur-

nished such recommendations, msps snd
illustrations aa are needed fur tbe guid-

ance of the Common Council of sid City;
And whereas, said District embraaes a

large number ot inhabitant and res-
ident, and ia utterly without any sys-

tem of sewersgeor drainagx;
And whereat, there ia giave appre-

hension of an epidemic of sickness fioin
tbe want of proper sewer facilities iu
aid District;
And whereas, in the opinion of the
