The election of a president of the
French Republic causes no commotion
that can be compared with the excite
ment of a presidential election In the
United States. The event arouses In-
terest, of course, but the normal life
of the nation 18 in no way modilied.
Up to the present time a strunger vis
iting France would not suspect from
the newspapers or from publie talk
that the election was to be held with
In a fow weeks If he stayed here
long enough and visited certaln cen-
ters he would hear whispers of plots—
rumors for Instance of a great Bona-
partist demonstration to be made on
slection day. But beyond such things
he would observe few signs that a
presidential campalgn was In prog-
ress,

The excitement of the cholee of a
president is mostly centered on the
diny of the election fitself. Thus on
the morning of January 17 next crowd-
od trains «ill carry to Versallles, a
town that teems with wsouvenirs of
kingly pomp, the officials of the men-
ate and chamber, members of the eab-
Inet, numbers of deputies and sena-
tors, & regiment of newspaper men
and crowds of spectators which will
be lnrge or small according to tha
wenther. Some forty Baudot trans-
mitters, thirty Hughea Instruments
and about ffty telephones have been
Installed In the old home of royalty
for the occasion. Stately rooms once
the salons of kings and queensa re-
sound with a thousand imperative
ellekings and tappings, and the whole
palace, usually deserted and melan
choly, 1s full of confusion. No doubt
Versailles was chosen as the place for
glecting the republic’s presidents to
emphasizge the lesson that the new
|order has taken the place of the old
and that the ceremony should be held
In & solemn and Atting setting, far
|l’mm popular uproar. At any rata a
|law passed In 1870 decrees that the
|na.uonnl assembly shall meest In Ver
sailles in a hall of the palace apecially
reserved as the congress hall.

“Vote In Common.”

The national nssembly is, nccording
to the French constitution, “a meet
ing of the chamber of deputies and
the senate to deliberate and vote In
common.” This national assembly can
only mest for two ohjects, to elect a
president aud to rovise the constitu-
tion. When the presidency of the re
publle becomes vacant by death or
roﬂ‘nnllmi or any other cause the two
houses mest immediately and form &n
assembly to elect n new president
When there §s no vacancy but the
seven vyears of (he Incumbent are
;n'bol:t to expire, as in the present case
with President Fallleres, the natlonnl
assembly must meet ot |east one
morith before the expiration of his
term, and If the assembly Is not duly

convoked the two houses must meel |
