Brown to issue
first vetoes

Oregon Gov. Kate Brown announced Aug. 8 her in-
tention to veto two bills and four line item appropria-
tions that passed during the most recent legislative ses-
sion, her first vetoes since taking office in 2015.

One bill would have given psychologists the author-
ity to prescribe medications, the other would have es-
tablished a task force to assist convicted criminals re-
turning to the workforce. The four budget lines items
were for SW Capitol Highway safety improvements in
Portland and three projects in Medford.

Brown is expected to veto the bills by the middle of
next week.

In a statement, she explained her concerns with the
legislation, which ranged from a lack of public debate,
to departmental redundancy, to legislative flaws.

The larger of the two bills would have allowed psy-
chologists to prescribe medications to mental health
patients, a move proponents suggested would help in-
crease access to mental health care.

The governor said she agrees with the intended goal
of the bill, but was not convinced the plan was arealistic
solution.

“There remains a lack of evidence that psychologist
prescribing will improve access or quality of care,”
Brown said in her statement. “HB 3355 contains several
flaws that prevent the policy from being implemented
safely.”

She highlighted specific concerns, including a lack-
ing regulatory structure, unclear legal responsibilities
and not reaching historically under-served communi-
ties.

Bill co-sponsor Rep. Sheri Malstrom, D-Beaverton,
said the bill’s goal of making mental health care more
accessible is one of her top priorities as alawmaker and
she hopes to work with Brown to that end.

“While I understand that Gov. Brown has reserva-
tions about this specific policy, I look forward to work-
ing with her office in the future to shape legislation that
achieves the goals of (this bill),” Malstrom said in a
statement.

Brown indicated she would be willing to consider a
similar piece of legislation in the future, assuming
these issues are addressed.

For the second bill, Brown announced she would ve-
toon the grounds that it was too similar to a current gov-
ernor’s task force established by executive order in
2007. The bill would have set up a panel to assist con-
victed criminals returning to the work force, which
Brown said is the exact purpose of the Governor’s Re-
entry Council.

“Government should operate as efficiently and two
task forces with the same goal is unnecessary use of
public resources and time,” Brown said in her state-
ment.

Brown added that the chief sponsors from the Sen-
ate -- Democrats Lew Frederick and Michael Dembrow
and Republican Jackie Winters -- helped integrate the
intent of the law into the existing bureaucracy.

As far as the line item appropriation vetoes, Brown
and her staff expressed worry that the inclusion of
these projects in the catch-all, session-ending budget
bill didn’t allow for enough debate compared to similar
funding proposals.

While these will be the first vetoes of Brown’s term,
it wasn’t long ago that a legislative session wasn’t com-
plete without a variety of vetoes. Former Gov. John
Kitzhaber was notorious for using his veto pen, earning
himself the moniker “Dr. No” after killing more than
200 pieces of legislation during his first two terms as
governor.
