The gas franchise ordinance was dead
six days before it was submitted to the
Mayor for his approval or otherwise. It
was dated togo into offect the 20th of
January 1907. It was not signed or pub-
lished until this date had elapsed, which
mada it void according to law. The only
Wway tiis franchise ordinance could be

rought before the council again, or have
its date changed, or to make it valid, sven
though it was signed'and published, was
for the council to pass it over the Mayor's
veto. If the council still desires to grant
this franchise, it is now in shape to be
voted upon, Otherwise it was absolutaly
void without the Mayor's veto. Ewven if
the Mayor had approved and signed the
ordinance or had allowed it to go by de-
fault, it would still bave been void because
it could not have its date changed before
publication, and it coud not be published
after the date it should have gone into
offect, and it must be published or itcan-
not go into effect. The only way that it
could be done under the circumstances
was to vetos the ordinance, so jts date
could ba changed and allow the council to
put the ordinance on final  passage again.
