Prohibition threatens 28 of Oregon's
32 counties in the election June 1, says
the Portland Oregonlan, In every
county except Baker, Multnomah, Clat-
#0p and Benton—which is already dry
—ualsctions have been catled on coun-
Ay prohibition. Beven of these coun-
tles are now dry—Curry, Lane, Lin-
coln, Linn, Bherman, Tlamook, Wal-
lowa and Yamhill. In wet Multnomah
26 precinets will vote on  the liquor
ban; In Baker three precinots and in
Clatsop four.
It appears, therefore, that there ls
only one county which will not be
confronted with a prohibition elec-
tlon anywhere In its borders—Benton
—and in that county the Hquor trade
Is already prohibited. Antl-prohibl-
tionists avidently have no hope of 1ift-
Ing the llguor ban there, slnce they

The outlook causes lquor manufac-
turers and dealers much alarm, They
behold disastrous curteliment or ruin
of thelr business staring them (n the
faces. They would dread stute prohi-
bitlon far legs, since many persons
would oppose turning the state dry
who are willing to prohibit liquor sell-
ing In their home precinet or county.
County prohibition shuts out home
manufacturers and dealers from the
dry wres, but not those In other states
‘onsequently, prohibition helps  the
outside trade and shuts off the busl-
negs of the home brewers and dedlers
Quite nuturally, the makers and
teaders of lgquor will offer what ro-
sistance they can.
