' When we pet our gravity water sys-
tem in there will be demand for a
lowering of the state during the irriga-
tion season. The present rate of 25

.cents per thousand gallons of water
for irrigating the lawns which adds so
much to Hie beauty of our city is en-

tirely too high. It always has been
too high. It tloes not cost to exceed

.7 cents per thousand gallons to pump
it and we" do not believe that for this
purpose the city should exact 100 per
cent. House rates of 25 cents per
thousand gallons does not matter
much as there are few houses that
exceed the minimum rate for domestic
purposes, but during the irrigation
reason the rate should be lowered, and
when the gravity , system is in the
demand will doubtless be so great that
this will be done.
