In the first place, the farmer gets
an assured, guaranteed Income, and
he does no work. On the other hand,

All the beets go to the sugar re-
finery at La Grande. The sugar com-
pany rents the land of the farmer and
pays him $10 an acre a season for It
The farmer then retires, and the com-
pany sends in Japanese laborers, who
plant the erop, eare for it and har-
vest it.

Fimers qare weighing the sugar
beet scheme and comparing it with
alfalfa ralsing. The iatter has been
and is still the principal crop here
With alfalfa the farmer can raise per-
haps $40 worth of hay to the acre,
but in doing 8o he works hard him-
self, hires men to work for him, and
runs some risk of a poor crop or a
poor market. With the beets the
income, though small, is certain, ano
there is no work.
