CLEVER INTERNATIONAL BROK-
ERAGE.

The high finance of Europe in ask-
ing with mingled derision and exas-
peration how the New York bankers
can lend $60,000,000 to China when
they have to hawk American rallroad
bonds through the bourses of Europe
and have just had to pay 6 per cent
in interest, discount and commission
for one year to raise a few milllon dol-
lars on Michigan Central notes, re-
marks the Minneapolls Tribune.

The answer that the bonds of a na-
tion llke China are a better Invest-
ment than new aecurities of rallroads
already buried under debt iz not suffi-
clent, because we have had to take
all kinds of municipal securities to
the foreign markets also. As & matter

There
is probably no ground for the Euro-
pean suspiclon of ‘& political motive
back of thess loans,

The United States, alone in the
whole world, wants no political advan-
tage in China. Whatever help the
government remders to banking in-
terest In their wvarious forelgn loans
is given in the same spirit that ex-
pands forelgn commerce through the
consnlar service and encourages agri-
culture with sclentific departments.
