Boston barbor froze over in January
of 15844, and the widvertsed salling of
the Britwonin, then In dock, seemed
surely to be lwpossible, But the mer.

thelr own expense, throngh the lve,
that the steamer wight sull practieally
on time,

The contrncl for ecutting the neces-
gary chonnnels was given 1o merchants
engnged. ke Frederick Tudor, In the
export of lee, but wot lee cut from the
hurbor. Thelr thsk wus to eut within
the spuce of three days a chinne! about
ten milles long. For tonis they bad the
best macliloory used in cotting fresh
wiater lee, and HOrEepOWEr was em.
