One of the most
remarkable of these ls the case of an
Itallan woman with her four sniall
children walked out of her home last
April to purchnse some small
plies and has never been heard from
slnee, The fact thal all five should
have disappeared 8o completely |s ¢on-
sidered partlenlarly remarkahble by
the police who point out that It s
nbout ten times more dificult for even
two persons to disappear together
than to vanish alone, and that for
five to disappear at once I8 almost an
impossibillty., With an average of
nearly nine persons disappearing ev-
ary day New York has undoubtedly set
a new record In this particular field.
