Ball Kails With Telling Force on Glass

Hill District and County Roads Are

Damage to an extent yet unknown
was caused by the worst rainstorm In

many years In the Cove district late
Saturday afternoon and hail that tra-

versed a wide area In the Cove cherry
and apple belt. No one ventures a

hazard guess at the damage done for
there seems to be no well defined area
of destruction and even at Its worst,
all the fruit was not ruined. Off to

the north from Cove, the rain was ex-

tremely hard but hail was lacking
and the farther south the more rale
and hail fell. Apples appear to be in-

jured the most but It is very probable
that a careful analysis will prove the
first alarms were exaggerated some-

what.
Cove Streets Flooded.

The storm which has prevailed over
much of Eastern Oregon the past two

days hit Cove with unusual force. Old
time residents cannot recall a harder
storm. The streets of Cove were
flooded, rivers and creeks forming in
the streets and alleys and down the
highway.

JAPANESE EMPEROR
HANGS ONTO LIFE

LONG
PHYSICIANS CAX SEE XO

HOPE FOB HIS RECOVERY

Trouble In Korea Liable to Break. Out

at Any Moment Should tbe Mltado

Die but Troops Will l'rereut Its

Spread Condition of tbe Emperor
Said to Be Hopeless.

Toklo, July 22. Emperor Mutsuhlto
is slightly stronger late tonight Those
at the bedside are hopeful of recovery,
but the physicians however, declare
tbe trouble has been allowed to go too
far, and that his case is hopeless.

Following a brief rally during the
morning in which he partook of liquid
nourishment, the mikado continued
sinking today, and physicians believe
the end is near.

The emperor awakened at six this
morning and was conscious, apparent-
ly improved, but later be relapsed, los-

ing consciousness for a long interval.
The empress slept briefly during

the night and Crown Prince Yoshihlo
asked permission today to be present
in the sickroom and physicians will
probably accede.

ing the end at the palace, and every-

thing Is ready to transfer Imperial
authority.
