London, Aug. 10. More than 300

persons were killed In an earthquake
in Turkey according to a dispatch re-

ceived heere tonight. The message did
not state whether this is the total
number of victims of the Shock or
only those killed in a single town. So
far as known no fatalities occured u
Constantinople.

Two Towns Destroyed.
Constantinople, Aug. 10. Report,

received here state the Turkish towns
of Tchalek Kallessl, and Gallipoll were
destroyed in the earthquake and that
many perished. Villages along :l
Sea of Marmora were badly shaken.

Early Rumors Verified. -
It is reported that Adryano with a

population of 10,000, was destroyed by
fire succeeding the earthquake, Gal-

lipoll, at the northwest eptrancs of.
the Dardanelles, population 3,000 and
Tchalek Kalaesi, with a population of

1,000 were destroyed.

House Likes Panama Bill.
Washington, Aug. 10. The house

committee on interstate commerce to
day decided to accept the Panama ca
nal bill practically as it was passed
by the senate. At a conference this
afternoon members of the committee
merely suggested a few minor changes
in the world's measure. Both the
house and President Taft are expected
to approve the bill soon.

The bill as amended and passed last
night prohibits railroad-owne- d ships
from passing without toll.

Workmen Cut Hones Loose aud a Big
Mole Leads AH lint Fonr to Safe- -

yij Through Burning Stalls Some

Harnesses Saved bat Great Losses

Sustained by Workmen, Who SaTed

Their Lives by Narow Margin.

Mysterious cries of fire
probably coming from a
tramp who had ignited the
Walter M. Pierce hay mow
and was humane enough to
warn a half dozen workmen
sleeping in the barn of their
danger, and then flee, at one
o'clock this mprning, saved
54 head of work horses and
mules, a half dozen lives and
prevented one of the great
holocausts of the history of
the county As it was, three
horses, a mule, - and other
property valued at $12,000
were burned in a jiffy, A
big mule, cut loose by neroic
workmen, broke a wild stam-

pede in the barn and led the
horses through the flames
where no man "could have
driven them.

It was Just 12:45 o'clock this morn-

ing when several workmen on the
Pierce ranch were aroused from sleep
by cries of fire and as they ware

6leeping on the lower level of the
liarn, they had a moment to escape
in but not time to save their wearing
apparel. The smoke was pouring
down from both sides of the hay mow,
the very highest point In the barn, but
the tlnder-lik- e dryness of the barn
and contents allowed the fire to spread
with lightning rapidity It was all
over in 20minutes.' Heroes that they
are, the men found a knife and rush-

ing to the stalls cut loose 57 head of
work horces and mules said to be the
finest barnful of workhorses In the

j

county. But by that time the fire had
spread to the doors and the horses,
true to nature stampeded in wild dis-

followed as fast as fear-craze- d, plung-
ing brutes could be loosened by daring
workmen risking their lives In the
stalls with the animals and risking
their Ives through shut-of- f avenues of
escape. All but three horses and one
mule found safety through the path of
fire, but three are so. seriously burned
that they may not recover.

Great Headwork Evident. '

The rescue of the horses and some
of the harnesses was accomplished
through s'eliar headwork. While Borne
of the men rushed to the stalls others
worked on the harnesses and 30 sets
were Faved but about 20 burned. Sad-
