New York, Nov. 8. The largest bud-

get which haa ever been adopted ly
any city In the world has been passed
Ity the hoard of estimate here, but
New Yorkers are so used to big finan-
cial doings of all sorts that the fart
has caused little comment save for
some more or lsa subdued grumbling
at the Increased expenditure. As a
matter of fact the budget estimate of
more than $193,000,000 for the city's
expenses of 1913 Is with one excep-
tion larger than that of any other
government, municipal, state or na-

tional, in the Western hemisphere:
The exception is of course. the. Unit-

ed States itself. .

Some idea of what such a budget
really amounts to may be gathered by
the fact that it is as large as those of
Denmark, Switzerland, Sweden, Nor-

way, Greece and Servla combined.
New York maintains no army, but the

appropriation for school for next year
would keep up a very respectable mil-

itary establishment. In fact, the
school money about equals the yearly
pay of the whole United States army
at the present time for both officers
and enlisted men. More than

Is set aside for the education-

al needs of the city, which supports,
besides the elementary schools am1,

the great high school system, a nor-

mal college and the College of the
City of New York where any young
New Yorker, boy or girl, may get a

modern college education free of tui-
